Mr. Preston of course accepted the mafidate
and withdrew his bill.

Mr. Gibson's (Ham.) bill extending the num-
ber of chattels to be exempted from, seizure
under exccution was read a second time and
referred to a sclect committee. By this bill an
extenstve addition is made to the number of
chattels exempt from secizure. Not only are
the necessary items of furniture and cooking
utensils exempted, but provision is also made
in favor of the necessaries of life and the
animals which may be said to give support and
maintenance to the familg'. It may be
characterized as exempting from seizure all
those in poor circumstances.

By Mr. Balfour's amendment, sub.-sec. 7 of the
act of 1885 is repealed and this substituted :

KATIE WHITEHEAD’S ABDUCTORS.

Daniel Stewart and His Female Accom-
plices 1o be Locked up for Two Years.

The Frank Reynolds blackmailing case and

that of Daniel Stewart, Florence Andrews and
Caroline Macdonald, charged with enticing
Katie Whitehead to a house of ill-fame at St.
Marys, occupied most of the time at the Crim-
inal Assizes yesterday. All the parties were
convicted. Reynolds, it will be remembered,
blackmailed $18 out of Waldo Barnes, one of
the proprietors of an Adelaide-street livery
stable. The evidence was so clear against him
that the jury had little difficulty in coming to a
conclusion. :
The Stewart-Andrews-Macdonald case occu-
ied a large part of the day and attracted much
interest. The challenges by the prisoners’
counsel and Crown Prosecutor MacMahon ex-
hausted the jury panel, and several gentlemen
who had only dropped into the ceurt room to
hear the cases were caled as jurors,

Mrvs. Whitehead, the mother of Katie White-
head, the 17-year-old girl who been
enticed away from home, told of how
Stewart and the woman Andrews had deceived
her by stating that they were hiring her
daughter as a domestic. The girl herself gave
damaging evidence in this respect and also re-
Fardlng er treatment when she found herself
ﬁnl;'iy:;‘odonuld'n house of prostitution in St

Two inmates of the house and a young man
St. Marys gave evidence in the hope of
showing that Katie Whitehead had not n
forcibly dﬂalned, but the facts were too strong
against the prisoners and they were found
gullty, the jury being out only four minutes.

Mr. Justice Armour sentenced Stewart to
two years in the Central Prison and the women
to two years each in the Mercer Reformatory.
A heavier sentence could not be im?sed for
this offence. 1In sentencing Stewart, His Lord-
ship, who regarded the affair as most detest-
able, referred to the convicted as “‘a man, or
rather a biped, calling himself a man.” He
would have regarded an acquittal as a miscar-
riage of justice, and he regretted that he could
not give a heavier sentence.

This conviction is the first of the kind in the
Dominion under the Chariton Act. There is
another indictment inst the three prisoners
on a similar chuqe. e Crown_ has not yet
decided whether it will be pressed.
