It is the daily duty of Constable Alexander
Bmith of Parkdale to extingmish the streef
lampe. He started out at his nsual early hour
yesterday morning. He had extinguished the
lights on Dufferin-avenue and, as he says
himself, it was between 5.10 and 5.15 when he
started west on the old G.W. Railway track

vto Dunn-avenue to put out the lights on that
thoroughfare. As he reached a point opposite
the ceutre street marked in the diagram as
running south x.hrou{h the commons, which is
nothing but a big, dried-grass-covered
meadow, he observed in the early light some-
thing white lying on the sidewalk, He lefs
the track and, jumping over the fence, w:
through the deep grass to the sidewalk. He
saw the body of a man and, thinking it was a
case of drunk, he kicked the feet in the hope
of rousing him. But the map made no nave
and, as the constable stooped to catch hold of
him, he 'was borrified tofind the man dead,
with blood aud brains oozing from a heole in
the head. The.body was lying on its back
with arms and legs outstretched. All about
were lywz partially - crumpled papers
and: it was these, together with
the white - shirt,  .exposed . because of
t.hq vest being torn open, that first
ttracted Constable Smith’s attention.
