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The Pope and the School Question,
We reprint from The Sunday World the
official decrees of Archbishop Satolli, the
Pope's ablegate to the United States, touch-
Ing the attitude of the Gatholics towards
the public school system of the great re-
public. Mgr. Satolli was given the widest
powers in the matter, and after the Holy
See had gone very fully into the American
school question, and the deliverances. which
it has made with the special sanction of the
Pope must be taken as final. Weare glad to
say that there is a spirit of liberality running
throughout the document, and the bishops
of the church in America, who were of con-
servative tendencies and distrustful of the
public schools, are clearly given to under-
stand that they must take a more progres-
sive view of the situation.
" 1n Canada, we take it, this declaration
of Mgr. Satolli will go a long way in set-
tling the Manitoba school question, and
that our Roman Catholic citizens in Mani-
toba, now that the law'is against them, will
cheerfully accept the public school system
of that province whenever they are unable
to maintain parochial schools, and be guid-
ed by the same spirit which animates the
Pope's new decrees in regard to state
schools. Of course they 'are entitled to
nssert any rights they imagige themsalves
to be possessed of, in -regard to remedial
legislation, but we take it that these de-
crees of the Holy See, while they may not
settle the law as to any such rights to re-
medial legislation that they may be entitled
to, go a long way in showing that the denial
of separate schools by the state_cannot be any
more of a substantiak grievamcs in Manitoba
than in Minnesota just across the line. And
it is in the Northwestern States more than
angwhere else that-the Satolli decrees are ac-
cepled. e

The Annexation Movement.

There is a' growing movement in the
Unitéd  States, especially apparent at
present in the leading Democratic papers,
to preach the annexation of Canada as part

of the “‘manifest destiny of the continent.”™’

A Hard Winter,

We have already guoted from The New

York Herald, the best authority on our
North American climatology, in regard to
the severity of the present winter and the
causes of it. In Saturday’s Herald that
paper quotes half a dozen predictions made
in its columns during the past autumn that
this would be a severe winter.
. The importance attaching to such prog-
fiostications would be exceedingly small
and transient but for the physical theory of
the causation of abnormally cold and hot
scasons upon which the forecasts are based.
In this case the cold winter of 1893, as well
as the hot summer of 1892, were predicted
by The Herald upon the basis of the well-
known periodical increase of solar activity
that has heen observed for more than a
Yyear.

There are strong reasons for inferring
that in years of great solar disturbance the
increase of the solar heat reaching the
earth serves tointensify the atmospheric
currents, which generate severe “heat
waves” in summer and equally severe *‘cold
waves” in winter.

It therefore follows, ' if The Herald’s
theory is true, that the cold weather is to
continue, and that he who looks for an
early change is not ou sound footing. For
if there is one accepted dictum in regard
to weather itis that ‘‘once a pronounced

change has set in it has a strong  tendency
to persist.”
