THE FARM AND_GARDEN,

HINTS AND NEWS NOTES BOTH FOR
CITY AND COUNTRY.

Original - Articles and Press Clippings
Which Have Been Propared Especially
for Qur Readers.

A correspondent of Garden and Forest
very stronﬁly condemns teo much prun-
ing of apple trees. He says it would
astonish any experienced orchardist to
note the way in which the average
farmer prunes his fruit trees when he is
once convinced that something must be
done in this direction. Before such con-
viction coms to him, he generally is of
the opinion that to pruneis to lose just
so much fruit as the removed branches
might be expected to bear for several

rs at least. But if some one in whom
e has confidence succeeds in convine-
ing him that there will be as much
gained in size as is lost in numbers, and
especially if his attempts to sell his fruit
have been met with complaint at its
small size, he may take up the saw and
axe. Inthat case he may commonly
be expected to use these implements
with the fury of a Sioux hrave on ‘the
warpath.

I have just been looking over an
orchard which was pruned last year in
this woodchooper’s style. The remark
of one of the neighbors after seeing the
results, to the effect that the pruner
must have been short of firewood, was
a natural one. The trees were uniform-
ly “pruned up'--that is, the lower limbs
were taken off, and .ver{ little thinning
done to let in air and*light among the
us_per branches. When limbs were taken
off by the saw, stubs several inches
long were left, while with the axe the
cut was just as it happened. In neither
case was any precaution used to ppe-
vent a removed limb from taking with
it a considerable strip of bark. The
wounds weféipot painted or othervwise
protected.

But what has surprised the owner
most (and it puzzled me most at first( is
that while the “remains’’ of this orchard
in common with all apple-trees this

ear, bloomed very freely, almost no
ruit has set, and the trees are now bare
of anything but leaves, New branches
are starting out everywhere from the
ground up, and it is evident that all the
vitality of the trees is being expended
to repair the loss of wood. Since noting
this, I have also observed a few trees in
my own orchard, both  pears
and apples, which have dropped their
oung fruit, and in these cases it has
n as a sequence of pruning last year,
though it was done with moderation.
Thisaimpresses upon me anew the im»
portance of payin%more heed to the
proper forming of heads of the fruit-
trees by pen-knife pruning and dis-
budding, followed up with judgment
and care all through the spring and
summer. Shock is as pernicious to the
veﬁetable organism as to that of men
and animals, from the surgical point of
view.
FARMING AT THE STATIONS.

At the station at Brookin%‘s, 8. D,
they desired to know certain things
about the feeding of wheat to hogs, and
they began a series of experiments, and
they claim to have learned :

1. That hogs averaging about 100
pounds weight can be bought near Sep-
tember 1st at $4.50 per hundred, live
weight, fed three months on nothing but
wheat, water, ashes and salt, and sold
December 1st, at $5.50 per hundred
dressqd, and return 56 to cents per
bushel ‘for the wheat allowing the:
manure to offset the labor of caring for
the hog. :

2. That wheat at present prices can
be profitably fed asan entire ration,
but it would undoubtedly pay better to
mix it with'some_other food, particular-
ly during the earlier stages of fattening.

3. Hogs fed upon ground wheat made
a morerapid and uniform gain and pro-
duced pork of rather nicer quality, but
they also consumed more food. The gain
was about three cents a bushel more by
feeding ground wheat, which scarcely
paid the cost of grinding.

4. Ground wheat brought 58.89 cents,
whole wheat 55433 cents, peas 65.36 cents
and corn 60 cents a bushel, on an aver-
age, for all the grain fed in 90 days,
but there was not as much gain upon

eas in the latter part of the test as
gurin the first part, which would indi-
cate tgat they were not as well adapted
to a complete ration for a long period as
either wheat or corn.

o. The quality of pork made from corn
or ground wheat was about equal, and
better than that made from ole
wheat, peas or a mixed food, but that
froth the mixed food was the fattest.

6. The average daﬂi ain on peas
was 1.21 pounds, on whole wheat 1.12
pounds, on ground corn 1,40 pounds, on

ound wheat 1.82 pounds and on mixed

ood 1.61 rounds.

7. There would have been a larger
return for the food consuged if the hogs
had been sold on October 28 instead of
on December 1, particularly in the case
of the lot fed on peas.

8. Probably better results would have
been obtained if the change from mixed
food and plenty of exercise to close con-
finement and a single article of food had
been made more gradually.

FARM NOTES.

Health is better than riches.

You can always. tell the prosperous
farmer even though you are a stranger
in the neighborhood, by the care taken
in keeping up the buildings, the fences
and ground,

When buying a run-down farm there
is one thing to be avoided--do not try to
make it yield good crops and improve in
condition at the same time. uch a
course will only make the land pooter,
Build up the soil first, good crops®,will
comein their own good time.

The reason there is not more double
cropping of land is because the soil gen-.
erally is not rich enough to warrant it.
It pays in the garden, which on most
farms contains more fertility per square
foot than can be found anywhere else.
It will pay with field cropsif careis

taken not to crop exhaustively, and to
sow alternataly some leguminous plant
that will increase fertility instead of
lessening it. Clover -is generally sown
with some grain crop. This in one
sense might be termed double cropping,
as the grain and clover grow togéether
until the grainis harvested. But this
is certainly not exhaustive to the soil,
As a rule.’it is best to have some crop

owing on the soil allthe time. When
ths surface is bare it is exposed to great-
er losses than when it is covered.

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DARING OUTRAGR BY BRIGANDS.
. el
Four Greeks Secized for Ransom—Military
Exterminate the Band.

Athens, Sept. 20.—A most daring out-
rage upon the part of Greek brigands
is reported from Lamia, near the Tur-
lash frontier, and at the head of the
Gull of .Volo.

The Prgcureur du Roi, a judge and two
secretarifs were returning in a carriage,
accompanied by two gendarmes, from
villages where they had been collecting
isformation in regard to brigandage.
When the party arrived within half an
hour’s drive of Lamia, they were sur-
rounded by Papakyritsopulos band of
brigands, who carried off the Procureur
and the judge, taking them to their
stronghold on Mount Othyrys. Later
the prisoners were allowed to send word
to their Iriends that the brigands de-
manded that no pursuit be made until
a ransom was paid. A detachment of
100 soldiers wae sent to attack the
brigands, and in the fight which follow-
ed the brigands were exterminated ; but
the Procureur du Roi'was killed and the
judge was mortally wounded.

The judge died soon after the fight,
and was buried this afternoon, at the
same time as the remains of the Procur-
eur du Roi were interred. Thousands
of people attended ‘the funeral.

HE CHAINED THE LOCOMOTIVE,
Original Tactics of An Ohia Constable in
Serving An Attachment.

Columbus, O., Sept. 20.—Armed with
a wri tof attachment, a constable of
Mount |Sterling, a hamlet a few miles
southeast of Columbus, stopped a Balti-
more & Ohio train at an early hour this
morning and chained one of the driving
wheels to the track, The constable was
determined that the train should
not escape his legal process, and all
entreaties of the trainmmen to be re-
leased were without avail. The con-
ductor finally telegraphed the company’s
headquarters, and after three hours’ de-
lay received the curt message: “If the
chain is not too strong, go ahead.”

IMPROVED CHECK REIN.

It is Very Sensitive to Every Movement
of the Horse’s Head.

The combined check-rein support and
winker stay shown in the illustration has
been patented recently, the over-check bit
being also shown by itself under the
horse’s head, says The Scientific Ameri-
can, This support for an overdraw check
is designed to prevent the check rein
from wearing or rubbing against the
head of the horse, and.the blinds or wink-
ers may be readily adjusted at any desir-
ed angle to the animal’s head. The sup-
port consists of a faco cross bar of lea-
ther, or metal and leather, having felt
on inner side, amd resting on the ani-
mal’s face, where it is held by means of

CHECK-REIN SUPPORT,

two side bars, preferably of spring steel,
leather-covered. The bars are curved
g0 as not to touch the animal’s face,and
their upper ends are attached to the
crown strap of the bridle, which may
also be of felt or similar material on
its under side, There are loops or sockets,
each With friction rollers, on the side
bars, though which pass the rearwardly
extending members of the overdraw
check, rendering it very senmsitire to
every movement of the horse’s head. The
winker stay consists of a *od with a
shank adjustable by & set screw in a
slideway in the central portion of the
face bar, the rod having in its ends sock-
ets in which the wires cohstituting the
frames of the winkers are conveniently
adjustable. o
