A4 LAWYER CHARGED WITH TAM-
PERING WITH A WITNESS.

Thomas Brown, a BErantford Barrister,

Charged With Seeking to Spirit Away

, Louis Ling, the Frincipal Witness in

" the Hartley Murder Trial-Ling Three
Hours Under Examination.

Woodstock, Jan. 16.—The preliminary
trial of Thomas Brown, barrister-ats
law, Brantford and Norwich, was com-
menced in ithe police court this morning
before P. M. G. C. Fieil. The crown was
represented by Mr. F. R. Ball,-Q.C., and
My, Brown by Mr. S. G. McKay, assisted
by Mr.-Charles 'E. Qles. Government De-
tective Rogers, who had worked up the
case, ywas also in attendance,

Ling was looking remarkahly well, He
svore a dark suit and white shirt front
and 4 light necktie. He was clean shaved
and bad his mustache trimmed and
pointed.

The charge was that Thomas Brown of
the village of Norwich, in ‘thd said Coun-
ty of Oxford, within the space of six
months past, to wit in the months of
September and CQctober, 1894, in the
said Township of Norwich, did unlawfiul-
ly attempt to abstract and prevent and
defeat the ends of justice by attempting
ta prevent one Heary Louis Ling from
attending as a witness at a certain trial
at Brantford, County of Brant, against
one Maria Hartley on a charge of mur-
der,

Mr. Brown entered-a plea, of not guilty.

Ling in the Box.

Ling must have bcen in the box for at
| J€ast three hours. He said he lived in
Hawtrey. He saw Thomas Brown for the
first time on Oct. 11. "Ie called about 4
on & o'cloek im the afternoon. Mr. Brown
said: “I want to give you advice and I
want you to take it. I think the best
thing you can do is to leave the country
and go to Detroit or anywhere out of
this countiry. You ure just as iree as any
man. Nobody ecan touch you.” He then
said he thought it best for him to leave
and not appear at the Hartley trial in
Brantford. Brown had asked him if he
was going to Brantford as a withess. He
told him that #his was his intention.
Brown then said the bést thing he could
do was to say that he had got excited
and did not know ivhat he was doing or
saying dnd that he had better go and
state * that what he had sworn
to was fatse, Ling replied
that he would not de anything of the
kind. He told the trutit and he was go-
ing to tell it if he died in his' tracks.
Brown then said: ‘1 think you had bet?
ter go Henrv,and if you will go first to
my office there will be money in it if
you ieave.” He reptied, “No.” Brown
then;said if he could not- persuade him
to go he might ‘just as well go himself.
Brogvn had told him that his was the
only evidence that would convict her,
He =aid if he were willing for Mus.
Hartley he would try and make him break
his oath. He was at that time bound
over to appear ‘as a witness in the cayge
and afterwards give hid evidence. That
wap the first time and only time he had
seen Brown.

Ling Cross-Examined.

Crass-examined by Mr. McKay. He
had never been in Michigan, but he would
not say that he did not want to go the
year that Hartley was poisoned. A young
man wanted him to go to Michigan. If
the young fellow had gone to Michigan
he. would have gone, but that wasseven
ot eight months before the trial.

His Talk With Rogers.

Continuing the cross-examinationg Ling
said he was arrested and put in jail in
connection- witk the Hartley poison-
ing case. He suw, Detective Rogers in
the jail. He d&d not know how  many
times Rogers had spoken to him on the
matter, ne having seen Rogers once since
the Hartley trial. 1t was at his place,
He told Rogers about the conversation
with Brown only once, but he did not
know whether it was at home or at
Brantford. It was before the Hartley
trial. The conversation with Brown last
year took place on Oct. 11. He saw
Rogers again after the trial, but he was
not positive of the date. He could re-
member every word that took place at
the conversation, but not the date. It
was at his father’s home that he told him
of the conversation with Brown. He had
said before that he did not do so, but on
that ogccasion he had ‘“‘misspoken” him-
self. He remenibered he was husking
corn when Rogers came to him. He did
not know whether he had ever told any
other person about this conversation with
Brown. He thoaght Rogers took the con-
versation at his mother’s down in writing.
Brown wag only at his house once. He
did not remember that he had . ever
spoken to his brother about it more
than* once. His brother svrote down
the date of conversation Oct. 11, but
Gid not tell him' why he had done so.
Any» conversatgjon Mr. Brown had “with
him had no cifeet, for he did not go
away, but! appeared at the trial. He
did- ot remember seeing Detecillve
Rogers' on %his subject, except’ at his
mother's house,

Neyer Said **1 Had te Lay It on Maria,”’

“Ling was recalled after lungheon and
said he knew Lew=Grakam, buf\ had no
conversation witk him about the Hart-
ley case, He didn’ty say to Lew'“ Gra-
ham, “I had t lay it on to Maria, or
they would bave put me in for ghe
whole doing of it.” He¢ had no ecounver-
safion with him. A great deal of his
evidence in conjunction with the Hart-
ley case came up again. He wags asked
if he did not say that Caleb Hartley:had
been ‘‘dosed” in Brantiord, and he did
not say he was afrajd of the Oles family,

George Ling. brother of Henry Louis,
was called and gave corroborative evi-
dence, after which the defence asked for
an adjourifnent for a week, which was

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BROOKLYN NEELS NO BAYONETS.

The Strikers Orderiy—Few Cars Moving
Under Police Protection — To-Day
May Sece the End of the Strike.

Brooklyn, Jan. 18.—The third day of
the battle between the irolley  com -
paunics and their employees resulted iu
a slight advantage for zhe companies.
Three lines out of the 24s tied up were
operated under police protection, but
the ranks of the strikers aze still intact.
Late in the day the striking motorwen
and conductors laid certain propositions
beicie the state board of arbitration.
whicii may resalt in ‘a seéttlement of the
Strike byu eompromise. Pending siuch an
outcome there was a truee in hostiiities,
ant rioting was not resorted to to-day.
Pesctically the surface lines of the city
were paralyzed to-day. A severe storm
of rain, spow and sleet prevailed ull day,
and added to the misery oI the pedes-
trians. Shoppers and people uvpor glea-
sure bent remained at home, and ¢he big
drygoods stores were empty all Jay.
Nc¢ serious aets of violencs were com -
mitted by the strikers, asd there was
littie¢ for the'blue coats to do. ‘The fear
ol vioicuce or a-disinclinativn to patron-
ize the trolley cars operated by green
hands kept the public from using the
few surface cars.thut were running. Ou
the Flatbush-avenue line 26 ears out of
the usual complement of 42 weie
4runiing. The Fifth - avenue and
Court - Ereet lines ran about
20 cars each. ni all 66 cams were iun-
ning in place of 800. KPresident Lewis
of the DBrookiyn Heights Company said
he had plenty of applicants and would
put on many more cars but for the lack
of police protection. Each ear is run
with a policeman on the front and rear
platiorm. DBrooklyn police forece num-
bers only 1700 and as large details are
necessary at car housds and stablesi and
threatened points, the numbex 'which can
be spared from regular patrol duty is in-
adequate to opcerate many ears. Running
cars is, thereiore, largely & question of
police protection. There has been talk of
having the militia ordered out, but there
is no disturbance to warrant such action.

In sub-
stance the strikers propose that hoth
sides waive all demands and submit the
whole matter to the Board of Arbitration,
for decision, cach side agreeing to abide
by the result. '

Chairman Feeney of thef Board of Arbi-
tration said he believed that some ar-
rangement will be made, by which
strike will be called off to-morrow.

TWO TONS OF GIANT POWDER EX-
PLODE IN A FIRE,
%

Only Three of the Firemen Left Alive—
Heads, Arms, Legs, Brains and Flesh
Distributed Over Five Blocks and
Shovelled Up Into Baskets—Frightfal
Horror at Butte City, Montana.

Butte, Mout., Jan. 16.—By the explo-
slon of giant powder in a hardware ware-
house many, lives were lost. The grouuds
fgr a block around tbe scene of tho ex-
plosiorn was strewn with the quivericg
flest. of dismembered men and horsesy
pinned down by fragments of lhe fire en-
gines an dbursiug brands from the demol-
ished warchouse. The building was liter-
ally. blowa to pieces, and a hole 70 feet
deep was excavated in thé ground by the
force of the explosion. &

The manpgled reisains of ' 456 human
beings are at the-Morgue, and more are
misging. Over 100 are iujured, many of
them fatsily. Every hospital in the city
is crowded. B

Remains Shoveled Into Baskets.

Most o fthe dead pre o irightiully
mangled that identification is impos-
gible. Head, Yegs, arms and other parts
of bodies were picked up all about the
scene of the explosion witihin & radius
of five blocks; fingers, brains and frag-
ments of flesh were gathered up with
shovels and deposited in baskets.

In a space of about 300 feet the ground
was literally covered with parts of hu-
man bodies and with the dead and in-
jured.

Houses in tha vicinity were as thor-
oughly wrecked as if  a cyclone had
passed through them. %

Many o fthose killed contained mno
marks or bruises, having been killed by
the concussion. Many Wwere seriously in-
jured by flying bricks and other debris
gt a distance of several blocks from the
explosion. The - concussion was felt' for
miles and many of fhe largest baildiugs
rocked like cradles. It was reported by
tome of the rescuihg party that scveral
human ghouls, while pretending to assist
in the work, went' through the dead and
injured and robbed tkem

The dead bodv of a small boy. John
O'Leary, was picked up in BEast Gold-st,
several bloeks from the scene after the
second explogion had occurred. There
were no marks on his body. :

Only His Belt to Identify Him

Only three woreking firemen escaped
being killed. Chief Cameron was blown
to atoms and the ouly thing found of
him was his belt attached to a charred
portion of his body.

Finally he regain-
ed Iis senses and managed to stagger
out and jall in & heap near the, door bf
the boiler house. Here he was {ound;
and the workmen at once took him home
and summoned Dr. Campbell of Thorold.
The doctor found the man suffering! with
all the symptoms of arsenical poison.

The Dinncr Pail Had Been Washed Ouo.
After attending to the patient, Camp<
bell askad for the man’s dinner pail to
examine the pontents, but was told by
the wife that she had thrown the food
out and 'washed the pail. .

doubt the man had received poison in
Thge symptoms point to ar-
senic or phosphoric poison, and the man
had evidently taken a large dose. Price
was in @& precaricus condition on Sun-
day and Monday, but now shows signs
of improvement. . Price himself thinks he
wag poisoned, and told this to his hroe
ther George and to otper workmen,
No Motive Known.

Mrs. Price, who is rather , & iprettly
woman with large dark eyes and jet
black hair, (says she knows ‘mnothing
that will in apy way accountf for the
affair., She put up her husband’s gup-
pcr on Saturday night and says she drank
for her lunch tea from the same brew-
ing that he had. Dr. Campbell advised
Mrs, Price, in view, of the rumors float-
ing about, not to wait on her husband,
but, declaring she was entirely, inno-
cent, she declined to leave him.

Neighbors declare that Price and his
wile have always lived happily together,

George Price is comvinced that his
brother was poisoned, and says he will
have a thorough investigagion.

The
crowd impede the traffic on the streets
and sevetal tars, which attemptedr to
pass through were mobbedi-A fire engine
was called out to disperse the crowd, but
it had to retire from the scene. The mobl
remained beside the City Hall until the
afternoon, and only dispersed when asked
by thé leaders to await the result of the
public meeting.
