the passage of an insolvency law should 
not be among them. The mercantile com­
munity of Canada have for man'y years 
now petitioned for an insolvency mea­
sure similar to what exists in Great Brit­
ain aud other countries. The Boards of 
Trades of the principal cities have re­
quested the Government to pass a mea­
sure and the Government has already 
committed itself to the principle of in­
solvency legislation. During lust session 
an insolvency bill was introduced iu the 
Senate aud discussed there for several 
weeks. Th» bill was subsequently sent 
on to the House of Commons, where fur­
ther discussion took place, but finally 
it was laid aside. The subject matter 
of the biif is well known to both Houses 
of Parliament, aud if it were introduced 
during the coming session it would not 
require.a great deal of attention on' the 
part of the two Houses to pass a satis­
factory measure.

THE ISSUE SIMPLIFIED.
The copyright question is dwindling 

down to a very simple issue. Heretofore 
the English authors have been under the 
impression that Englishmen have as 
much to say as Canadians themselves 
about Canada’s côpyrîght relations with 
other countries. Holding this it
was only natural that they should dis­
cuss the pros and cons of the question 
in all its aspects. Now, however, the 
English people are getting more light 
on the question, and they are beginning 
to confine themselves to discussing the 
contention of the Canadian Copyright 
Association, that Canada is supreme in 
regard to copyright. The Daily News 
admits that Canada can legislate on 
copyright as she chooses. The World 
has all along contended that this was 
the only issue in dispute. What the 
provisions of thb copyright law of 1889 
may be is a matter as to which it he 
people of Great Britain have no right 
to interfere. It is a. question for our­
selves alone to decide. The Canadian 
Gazette sizes up thë/sîtnation correctly 
when it says that it was intended at 
the time the British North America Act 
was passed that power should be given 
Canada to regulate her copyright, as 
well as her tariff and patent laws. “ It 
is,” pays The Gazette, “ by a pure over­
sight that this power was not included, 
with a like control over patents, and 
what Canada demands, aud has a right 
as a self-governing colony to insist up­
on, is that the intention of the Imperial 
Legislature should be carried out fully 
and loyally, efen though the Authors’ 
Club may not like it. From that po­
sition Canada cannot recede.” The ques- 

. tion having come down to this simple 
issue, the discussion is relieved of a 
variety of details which hitherto have 
only had the effect of preventing a final 
decision. Canada should present no 
other argument than the one that she 
has a right to do what she pleases iu 
this matter. What Canada wants is a 
decision of this* question, and if 
fine our attention to that alone it will 
not be very long before such a decision 
is arrived at. We should not, there­
fore, embarrass the issue with considera­
tions as to how the Copyright Act will 
effect the interests of the Canadian, 
United States and English market. These 
matters are all beside the real issue. 
Has Canada a right to make her own 
copyright laws ? Let *us insist upon 
the British Government deciding this, 
and deciding it at once.
