At 12.40
o’clock recess was taken for luncheon. -

At 2 p.m. the hearing was resumed with
Mr, Iselin still in the witness chair. He
was followed by Capt. Hank Haff, who sail-
ed the American boat in all her races,
Capt. Haff testified positively that there
was no addition of ballast and no increase
of the water line.

About half an hour before the adjourn-
ment for lunch on Saturday, Mr. Glennie
left the club-house alone, and when asked
as to Lord Dunraven's or his own inten-
tions with regard to sailing replied that he
did not know. He proceeded at a brisk
pace down Madison-avenue, crossed the
square, and returned to the Barrington, No.
40 East Twenty-fifth-street, where the
Dunraven party were staying. He got
the baggage together and drove off to the
Cunard Steamship Company’'s dock.

When the committee adjourned Lord Dun-
raven with his private secretary, 1. A.
G. Hamilton, and his counsel, Mr. Asquith,
walked round to the Barrington, where
they were joined by H. Maitland Kersey,
Lord Dunraven’s agent in this country. Af-
ter remaining in the apartments a few min-
utes His Lordship and Mr., Kersey entered
a carriage which was in walting and were
driven rapidly to the dock. There were
a number of reporters on the dock when the
Barl and his agent arrived, but the former
rgfuialed to -answer any questions or speak
at all.

1t was reported on very good authority,
says the N; Y. Journal, that the Defender
syndicate, :n refuting the charges of Lord
Dunraven, will not deny that lead was tak-
en on board the Defender on the night be-
fore the first xiace with Valkyrie IIIL., as it
is charged, but will show that the transac-
tion was pegiectly legitimate and above
beard. Thig/ authority said that while the
facts on wiich the charges were founded
ttu'e substantially true, the charges are un-
rue.

Lord Dunraven’s chief claim is that mem-
bers of his party saw lead transferred from
the Defender’s tender, the Hattle Palmer,
to the vacht during the evening, after she
was officlally measured. This, it is said,
will be admitted, but the fact will be justi-
fied with this explanatien:

On the evening of December 6 the pigs
of lead that were placed on her deck be-
fore the measurements were taken were
stowed in the hold of the yacht, but many
of them were found to be in inconvenient
lengths, and it was found necessary to cut
them so that they could be arranged as
close to the keel and as compactly as pos-
sible. This work was commenced on the
yacht’s deck, but her captain, fearing that
his vessel might suffer injury through it,
had the lead transferred to the Hattie
Palmer, and the work continued there.

As each length was cut it was returned
to the Defendef. It is quite likely that this
transfer was witnessed by some of the
Valkyrie's people and the fact communi-
cated to and accepted by Lord Dunraven
without investigation. Ignorant, therefore,
of the true facts his charges might. seem
to him to be justifiable. These points, it
is said, will be brought out at the Investi-
gation, and it Is e ected that Dunraven
will be satisfied with this explanation.
When In New York city Mr. Iselin stays
at the Hotel Brunswick. He was in the
hctel office last night when Mr. Glennie
and Mr. Asquith strolled in from the cor-
ridor which leads to the ladles’ éntrance.
Mr. Glennie saw the Defender’'s manager,
and moved toward him ap| arently . with
tention of speaking. ir. Iselin saw

/ Glennie in the sense that the portly
'm of Dunraven’s friend made an im-
resslon on Mr. Iselin’s retina, which was
thansmitted to Mr. Iselin’s brain and re-
cogniged; but Mr. Glennle saw that he was
not seen secially. He reconsidered his in-
tention to speak, and the gentlemen passed

|each other glaring at uninteresting furni-

ture.

Mr, Iselin would not talk about
before the New York Yacht Club, but when
asked if hed seen Duuraven, replied:

“Yes. He is stopping with his friend,
Mr. Kersey. 1 saw him not long ago. 0,
I have not spoken to him.”

The cutting of Glenaie reawakened the
talk among yachtsmen of a Probable duel,
