kBIRDS DROPPED DEAD PROM THE TREES,

Thoee that were alive could be captured 
easily by the hand, the wildest and shyest 
not excepted. Rabbit* everywhere lay about 
dead. On some stations the remarkable 
sight wae witnessed of the Australian mag­
pies—wildest of birds—taking shelter among 
the domestic fowls of the yard in their en­
deavors to escape from the fierce heat 
Their behavior wae that of dazed and stupi- 
fied creatures. They were perfectly indif­
ferent to tbe presence of human beings. 
Perhape the most striking effect of the 
exampled heat wae furnished from a place 
named Nyngan, from whence came the brief 
and pointed message: “ Mosquitoes are be­
ing killed by the» heat.” A private coach, 
occupied by one peas ringer, was proceeding 
from Jundah to Windorah, Q. Overcome 
by tbe heat, the driver turned (the ooach 
aside and proceeded to camp underneath, 
while the passenger took a rest under a 
neighboring tree. When he had rested suf­
ficiently, he tamed to rouse the driver, but 
found him dead. Lifting the corpse into the 
coach he started for Windorah, but, overcome 
in his turn, fell out of the coach, unconscious, 
and lay in the road until rain fell and re­
vived him. Again he made for Windorah 
with hie grewsome load, and finally arrived 
there to find the landlord of the only hotel 
in the place also dead of heat apoplexy. 
Here are other illustrations: A woman at 
Broken Hill died late in the afternoon from 
heat apoplexy. At 1.30 the same evening 
the daughter, upon arrival, found her 
mother’s dead body in an advanced stage of 
dcompoeition. At Broken Hill also 
THE TEMPERATURE OF A BODY AN HOUR AND 

A HALF AFTER DEATH

was found to be 109 3 4 degrees. At Bourke, 
in a fit of lunacy induced by the excessive 
heat, a man procured an axe and cut down 
several telegraph poles before he oould be 
secured by the police. The margin of Lake 
Copage was strewn with tons of fish killed 
by the heat. A thermometer hung in the 
•hade at the coolest point on the River Dar­
ling, the largest stream in New South Wales, 
registered 107 degrees ae the lowest at the 
coolest hour of night and 129 degrees ae the 
highest during the heat of the day for theee 
twenty-six days. During this same time 
the heat one day in the city of Adelaide wae 
172 degrees.

The British Liberals misread the returns 
of the Canadian elections if they Imagine 
them to contain a condemnation of almost 
any feasible preferential trade scheme with­
in the Empire. Preferential trade wae not, 
indeed, recognized generally by the people, 
ae an issue at alL Mr. Laurier claimed to 
be just ae eager for such an arrangement as 
wae Sir Charles Tapper, and, more over, 
the people were eo absorbed with other qi 
tions that they paid little heed to this in its 
present shadowy form.

But the people of Britain may depend 
upon it that the people of Canada stand 
ready to enter into a fair tariff and trade 
arrangement with them which will benefit 
us both commercially and strengthen the 
bonds that unite the Empire, the moment 
they are prepared to meet ns half way. 
Canada has always been eager for each 
arrangement; and no Government would be 
foolish enough to refuse a fair offer or to fail 
to take advantage of an opening which 
seemed likely to lead to one. Proposals like 
that of Mr. Chamberlain will lead statesmen 
on both sides of the water-way, at all ow­
ners of the sea of which Britain is the ac­
knowledged mistress—to study the practical 
conditions of the situation with careful in­
dustry, and see if they cannot devise 
scheme by which mutual interest» will be 
served by mutual conceeeion.—Ex.

Currents of the Gulf of Sl Law rones.

A blue book has been issued by the marine 
department containing the progress of the 
report of Wm. Jieli Dawson on hie survey 
of the tides and currents of the Gnlf of St. 
Lawrence. The currents have now been ex­
amined at the two entrances to the gulf, 
namely, the Straits of Belleisle, and Cabot 
Strait, between Cape Breton and Newfound­
land; and also at its third angle in the pas­
sages lying between the Gaspe coast and the 
Mingan shore, which connect the St. Law­
rence river with the gulf. The endeavor 
has also been made to trace any general set 
or drift which may lie across the area of the 
gulf from one to another of the above en­
trances. The data established by theee ob­
servations will be of incalculable benefit to 
navigators in these waters, as it is to the in­
fluence of unknown and irregular currents 
that nearly all shipping disasters in the Golf 
are attributable.
