WELL KNOWN VIOLINISTNEW MEXICO LETTER.

States: Mrs. YVil- To the Editor of the Monitor:

m Much time has very rapidly sped away 
since my last letter to the Monitor. I have 
not, however, forgotten my Annapolis Val­
ley home, nor my many friends among your 
readers.

The city in which I now live—Albuquer­
que—is the metropolis of New Mexico. 
Among its ten thousand inhabitants are 
hundreds of Canadians, many of them from 
the Mari-ime provinces. VVithout excep 
tion, as far as I know, the Canadians of the 
city have done well, and uniformly occupy 
positions of respect and confidence ; to be a 
Canadian is to be well thought of in the 
Southwest. Drunkards and gamblers, pr- fli- 
gates and idlers are deplorably numerous in 
western towns, but during my six years’ 
residence in New Mexico I have nevtr 
known of one such character who claimed to 
be a Canadian.

The majority of your readers will doubt­
less remember some of the people referred to 
below or will have friends among their fam­
ilies. I had scarcely been in Albuquerque a 
day before I met Louie McRae, an Annapo­
lis boy, who, starting here as a dry goods 
clerk six years ago, worked himself up to the 
position of manager of the public works of 
the city. A year ago hie brother Percy, 
who will be remembered as a drug clerk in 
Digby, joined him, and when the war with 
Spain broke ont was holding a good mercan­
tile position. Both boys are now in the 
army, in a regiment of volunteers soon to be 
sent to the Philippines, Louisas a lieutenant 
and Percy as a corporal. They resigned 
their positions at the first call and volun­
teered as privates.

Walking down an Albuquerque street one 
day shortly after my arrival, I was much 
surprised to meet Miss Lavinia Brownell, of 
Cumberland Co., a former classmate in the 
Normal School at Truro. I afterwards met 
her sister, the wife of a prominent druggist, 
and her brother David, a prosperous mer­
chant, both of whom came to the West 
years ago. Miss Brownell, after making an 
enviable reputation as a teacher, married, 
last year.

Only a few days ago, «while in conversa 
tion with a gentleman—Capt. Balcomb— 
whom I had known for some time, I found 
that he came from Cleinentsport and for 
many years sailed out of Yarmouth. He is 
a relative of the Balcombs in the Annapolis 
Valley.

Many Annapolis Valley people will re­
member Rev. H. P. Doane, formerly of 
Granville and for several years pastor of ihe 
Methodist church at Shelburne. With his 
wife and family he lives on a beautiful ranch 
near the city, and just now is acting ns p,s- 
tor of one of the city Methodist churches.

Two brothers, C. D. and J. \X\ Anderson, 
from Souris, P. E. I., have been for many 
years among the leading business men of the 
city. Last year the former died of 
sumption. His wife and children occupy a 
beautiful home in the city. Mrs. Ander­
son was, before her marriage, Miss Eliza 
Burgoyne, of Mahone Bay. Moncton, N.
B., furnishes three bright young men who 
are holding fine posiiions here. They are 
Alex. Robertson and two bro:hers Tiogley. 
Judge S. B. Niwcoinb, of Los Cruces, 
one of the ablest members of th.i bar in the 
West, hails from Cilchettcr Co., N. S. His 
wife was a Miss Cuu pbell, of River John. 
Hon. B. S. Rodey, of this city, a great Re­
publican leader, is also a Canadian.

A. A. Grant, the man who has made Al­
buquerque, who has given her electric lights, 
and water and gas works, and also 
her finest public buildings, is a Canadian 
who came west without a cent. He is 
perhaps the wealthiest man in New Mexico.

Bismarck, the gmv C mvn S: itesman 
died last Saturday at Balm, aged 83 year». 
The Naehrichtcn gives the fullest details of 
the last days and death of Bismarck. It 
says: On Thursday evening an improvement 
was noticeable in the prince’s condition, in 
which repeated changes for the worse had 
occurred since last October, and he was able 
to appear at the table and take part in the 
conversation, drinking champagne and after­
wards smoking several pipes of tobacco, 
which he had not done lately.

XX’ashingîon July 20.—The reply of the 
U lited States government to Spain’s over­
tures for peace was given to M. Cambon, 
the French Ambassador, this afternoon for 
transmission to the Spanish government. 
The terms decided upon are :

Cuba to be free. Porto Rico to be ceded 
to the United States ; one of the Ladrones 
(probably Guam), to be ceded to the United 
States as a coaling station ; all Spanish 
forces to be drawn from XX7est Indies and the 
appointment of a commission to settle the 
details of the government of the Philippines.

The indebtedness assumed by Spain and 
charged against both the islands of Cuba and 
Poto Rico will not be assumed by this govern­
ment and* moreover, commercial treaties 
now existing between these islands and 
other portions of the Spanish domain will be 
invalidated by the transfer of authority, the

There have always beeh the friendliest 
feelings here between the Americans—as 
they call themselves—and those who 
allegiance to the Union Jack. Consequently, 
the Canadian and English residents have 
been greatly pleased at the era of renewed 
good feeling between England and the Uui 
ted States. The tone of the Canadian 
press, as we have heard it, has been for the 
most part eminently satisfactory. The at­
titude of two papers in the Anna­
polis valley however, has been noted 
with surprise and strong feelings of dis­
approval. There can be no doubt that the 
good sense and spirit of fair play of most 
Canadians will repel euch sneers and insinu 
ationa. The great majority of the American 
people welcomed the present war only because 
it was waged in the name of humanity ard 
liberty. English and Canadians have, con­
sequently, been very ready to volunteer. 
XX7hatever may be the outcome of the war ; 
whatever new policy may be inaugurated ; 
to whatever lengths the nation may be led, 
the spirit of the masses in the beginning of 
the war cannot be questioned.

London, July 29.—A large deputation of 
promineut persons waited upon Mr. Goechen, 
First Lord of the Admiralty, on XX7ednesday, 

■ for the purpose of obtaining hi$ assent to the 
enrollment of colonial seamen in the royal 
navy reserve*. The seafaring men of the 
various colonies were mentioned, and Lord 
Brassey called particular attention to the 
availability of the Canadian fishermen. Mr. 
Goschen was favorable to the idea of the 
enrollment suggested, but said that the col­
onists must share the expense of enrolling 
colonists. These men, he added, would be 
required to serve at the batteries twenty- 
eight day*, and then go to sea on board of a 
warship for six months. Great Britain, he 
said, could not promise to furnish the train­
ing apparatus for the colonists enrolled. 
Already Great Britain had 27,000 men in 
the naval reserve, And more were available.

Deportation of the Spaniards.

Santiago de Cuba, July 29.—General 
Shafter has received advices that the two 
Spanish transports, one cf them being a 
hospital ship, have left the Island of Mar­
tinique. They are expected here to morrow.

Cadiz yesterday and four others are to leave 
Cadiz on July 30. These vessels are cap­
able of carrying about 15,000 troops, and the 
embarkation will begin when all the vessels 
are here.

The method of training horses for cavalry 

in the British army is not, as reported in 
last week’s Monitor, nor do I think that 
the editor took the paragraph in question 
from an English paper When a horse 
joins the Eogtieh army he has a very good 
time and is not subjected to indignitie*, but 
is trained to stand on his feet, take what 
comes, and face the gun or carbine and 
sword, as a matter of course, in the follow­
ing manner : The remount (they are called 
remounts until they are dismissed all drill) 
is taken to riding school and saddled and 
unsaddled ; then the saddle cloth ie placed 
on his back and the rider placed on him 
without a saddle. After a fe 
saddle is placed on his back as at first, and 
the rider wears a scabbard one day, the next 
the carbine is placed on the saddle, and in 
this way he is made familiar with the imple­
ments of war and feels himself at home in 
the new sphere. Then a few oats are 
brought to school and the carbine or gun 
fired, the rider being dismounted and hold­
ing the reins and patting his horse. In a 
very few days he is quite at home and 
show* no fright at the sound of a shot. The 
sword is used, while the rider is mounted, 
by making one cut at a time and then stop­
ping until the horse is familiar with it, and 
in this way he soon learns all that is required 
of him. He is no slave, and no one is s'- 
lowed to abuse him—nor is he cast down. 
In about ten or twelve months he is die- 
missed and becomes an “implement” of war.
