and yudgary from the famly resemblance botween
them, and Wb pecalng stuztion w whieh Texas stanos
at presest, we woold 3yt was mtended by God that
the latter shiill be puopled by the superabundant
popuirtion o the fumer.  Howcver this may be, Texas
18 aow wrthout .n avhnoweded owner. True, 1t pro-
perly belongs to Menwo, ot whick it1is o state, ora
proy.nre, byt Mezieo having cnoush of lands without
it, moce comven.ently rituated, and alo requiring an
increase of revent, uiide an offer ¢f it as a settlement
for emgrants, vpon cerlain conditiona.  Theae conds-
1ons besng ugl'y wdantageos, the bargam was soon
closed, and towny, houses, and furrs began to sprng
up in all duections.  Wiale th ngs were 1 thas state,
circutmstances cempelled the Mesicans 10 make a tn-
fling elieration in thew turm of govenament; with
which, of cousse, the Tenins were oblged to comgly.

unicss they could show some colar of a title, and
therefore they endeavored to remamn satisfied with
their longings untid the revolt of the San Pinlippeans,
when they at onco rushed sumuitancously to the charge.
Andif 3t were not for those same land jobbeops, the

revolution in Texas would have been all a bottlo of
smolce; as tho origmal rebels had neither money, nor
other inducements to hold vut tu volunteers, and wero
totally unable 1o do anyihing of consequence among
themselves. Muny of theso speculators have made
immen<o sums of money; they sald nmuthons and nul-
lions vl acres to winch tiey had no more title than
they had to tie actes in the tnoon, ond paid editors
for pufiing them in grants of land, who in thewr turns
rezold them through the smaller fry of commussion
land agents; and so the humbug went round. As a
proof of this we would add that.many of our daily
editors have lacce lots of Texwan lands now for sale;
and henco ate they so nosy in their raptures touching
the beuetits that are to be denved from going thete,
and for admittng that colony mto the Uniom-

We are thus patticolar, in order to let the rcader
see how vesy sunple a natter it would be to make a
sLeoNp Inenany or Tixas., Mexico, hersclfdont
want t; now ouly fighting for it from feclings of na.
uonal pude : and she would be reyoiced to make a
grant of it forcver, to an nflocatral colony of lrish-
men, (1 some nemimal consderation. And the poo.
e of the Unied States would not only have no vb-
jection to such an arrangoment, bat would be glad of
",—as m tho list place, they have more lund than is
good for them already ; and i the second, they would
rather have lrshaen than Mexicans for nughbots.
And the Enghsh refvamed government, would be
pleased at such a project, as it would at once roheve
them from the diliculty of providing for ther vast
{rnish surpfus population; and as it would also place a
barrier bretween their West Indian possessions, and the
meseasing power of the United States. And inshort,
thete is notlugg wanted but an cificient leader, a hitle
money, and a few, stout hearls, to confer a greater
beouhit on [reland, in a short three months, than she
may otherwise derve i thirly years—we might per-
haps say, i a hundred.

In our fast article, we think wo eaid that about
Threo thousand men would bo able to put dawn the
rebels m Texas.

they have left behind) hase dwided themselves inte
two factions,~tke ¢ HoustonteeH and the ¢ Burne
utes,”” and are Cghting pelf-meil among themseives
As-for the newtrals, (and five 19 ona-of the .nhabitants
are neutrals,) knowing that tho United States will
hive nothung to do with them, and they w:ll have no-
thing to do with the nresponsible set of blackguard-
that call tiemsolscs thewr protectors, and the lotds of
tke soil, they were altogether in tho Mexican interest,
because they are fully awsre, that however it may
be cliected, the «“ tag and rag” patriots wili soon be
touted, and then Texas must again acknowledgo her
prezent legitimate governtent, or some other that
will have receivod the sanctisa of nations.

Now, Inshmen, 13 this glotious opportunity for mak-
ing ouraehes independent, 1o be lost forever,—and
aLL for the want of a champion, and a littlc moncy.
Auny man of cstablished wealth and principle would
snon bo able tn draw to lus standard five thousand
men for such an expedison; two thirds of whom,
would defray thetr onn expenses nntil the fight was
over, and their inhertance sccured. Whero s the
man amongst us, that will nisk 2 htle easc and a
little money, for the pressdency or a throne; and bot-
ter than both, a name that will be as familiar with the
pens of future lustotians and dramausts, s that of
Julius Casar 2 For oursclves, (as we said beforo) wo
are bowed and jided, ¢ cabin’d—cribb*d~—confined,’”
for tho want of the means, or ¢lso we would at oace

snatch the laucels for ourselves, which we now hold

forth so frecly to the grasp of unother; for so sunplo
would be the accomphishment of our object, that even
we fecl perfoctly assured that wo hato genws awd
eaterpnso far moro than sufficicnt to the task, What
do we gain by rewmaining w tho United States? A
subsistenee from day to day and any quantity of insuly
1o mako it palatable; and alfag told.  What would we
get by gomng to Texaa? A homo that would ks auc
own, an inherntauce fer our cluldren.and a people
that would neither call us foreigners or wstrangers,
thore would be also anothor comfort in the latter,
not to bio lost saght of.  Wao would call Toxas Ireland,
wo would establish in 3, all the most innocent and
ondearing usages of the land of our fathers; we would
renew our former associations,— we would regain
our former cheerfulress; and, ymost delicious hope of
all,) we would feel ourselves at home.

We will finish our sccond chapter hore—but a third,
fourth, fifth, and sisth,—if necessary, shall follow; but
we trust that befere the time asnves, the hero we ate
m quest of, shall bo found, and the plan organised,
for converting Texas into a sEcoND IRELAND.
