A QUEER ANIMAL.

. Ranging over the whole of the tem-
perate regions of Patagonia are those
queer looking animals—the Guanacos.
Their general appearance is not easily
described, for they combine some of the
characteristics of a camel, a deer and a
goat.

The Guanaco has a long neck in com-
parison with the size of the body; the
height at the shoulder is about three
feet six inches. The body is covered
with long, soft, very fine hair, fawn-
colour on the upper parts and varying
on the lower from pale yellow to a beau-
tiful white, The Patagonians use the
skin for clothing and eat the flesh.

The Guanacos are like sheep in that
they live in herds of from half a dozen
to several hundred, with a leader who
is followed anywhere and everywhere by
the others. If this leader happens to
be killed, the flock becomes so bewildered
that they run about aimlessly from place
to place, and fall an easy prey to the
hunters.

They are very shy and wary animals,
and for this reason it is difficult to get
very near to them. But like all other
wild animals they have great curiosity
and will often come quite close to some
object with which they are unfamiliar.
One hunter reports that once, while sit-
ting on the ground, a Guanaco came
within a few yards of him, gazing at him
all the while, evidently puzzled to know
what manner of being he was.’

When this queer animal is attacked
he has a singular method of defence; he
expectorates a mixture of saliva and
partly-chewed food in considerable quan-
tities. Guanacos that are kept in
zoological gardens will do the same thing
when teased or annoyed.
