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THE EDUCATION OF FARMERS.

“ But while he may make important advan-
ces in the artof agriculture ; without comparing
notes with his neighbours, and withoutseading,
it is not to be doubted that ost men could de-
rive much benefit from learning what the ex-
perience of others has tnught.  Who knows so
much that there is none wise enough to teach
lumanything 2 VWho understands farming bet-
ter then all the men combined who over wrote
upon the subject? If there bo any such an,
he may be excused fiom reading or nquinng.
But such an one nowhere exists, and ail who
till the earth may gain information from many
o wrillen page.

“Wo most exceedingly regret, that therc
should exist this antipathy among some far-
mers to all instruction that 1s conveyed to them
through the pages of a bock, or the columns of
a paper.  They are among the most ready an'
powerfal means for the improvement of agricul
ture; containing the practical results of the
study and experience of somo of the most dis-
tinguished and learned of the present and by-
gone times. The principels they inculeats, and
the discoveries they reveal, are based upon the
incontrovertible laws of science, and require but
careful attention, united with enterprise and
skill, to be rendered available. And when
these aids to the improvement of the soil
and mind are urged upon the farmer, we are
met with the reply of book farming, theory,
speeulation, &e. Tle sees the mechanic, the
manufacturer, the professional man, derivieg
their most substantial nssistance from bools
and papers relating to their pusuits,and yet those
relating to lus own are surrounded with phan-
toms of expensive experriments and futile theo-
ries. There is neither veason nor wisdom in
such a course.  He is not required to try every
new animal, vegetable, or implement, or to enter
hap-hazard intoany or every system of culture
that shall be brought forward, but to adopt
only such as are warranted by well-tried experi-
ment; and are adapted to his means and situa-
tion. He is to distinguish between experiinen-
tal and scientific farming ; the former of which
comes within the province of the fickle-minded
and curious, and serves to gratify a love of nov-
eity, or a desire to obtain solld goul from re-
peated trials ; while the latter 15 the culture of
the soil on those principels of natural science
which are in daily operation about us, and the
skillul application of which makes the successful
farmer.

1t is a knowledge of these priociples that
we would direct the attentivn of our farmers.
T'his constitues an extensive branch of the edu-
cation we would urge upon them, and we hon-
estly believe they never will be pre-eminently
successful uatil they have acquired it.  They
ate called upon by every motive of public ard pri-
vate-interest, and, if such an argument will be
entitled toany weight among them, by a due re-
gard tothedignity and charactor of their professi-
on, to throw oft the absurd prejudice they enter-
tain against tho suggestions of scienufic and
observing men against changing their systems
of culture. [u order that there may be a gen-
cral and therough-going improvement in our
husbandry, our husbandmen of the presentday
must patronize education having reference to
their pursuits. 1t must be a matter of self-edu-
ration with some, but they canmot turn in any
dtrection without finding ample assistance.
They have it brought home to their very doors
in the shape of agricultural books and periodi-
cals, besides the assistance of societics and
schools. They have only to unite with these
their well-kaown intelligence and a proper de-
gree of spiait to make themnselves—\V hat many
of them are not now-—scientific farmers-

“ We fecl it an imperative duty, before we
close our remarhs, to call the attention of pa-
rents who intend to bring up their sons to agri-
cultural pursnits, to the necessity of soundly
educating them in the principles of agricultural
chemistry, as the orly cfficient means of ena-
bling them to treat their land to advantage ; so
that they taay produce the largest crops of grain,
at the sinallest expense, with the least impover-
ishment of the ground, and thus become the re-
Zenerators of the soil, and: promnoters of the real
Iuterests and prosperity of the country.”
