Qo Saturdey morning we reched the
¢ Bull's.eyo ot the Dominlon,” tly city of
Winnipeg, and were right royally ruwived by
the proprietors of the Free Press odi Times,
who evtertainad the excurzionists at “reqk.
fact at the Tecumseh House. Breakiast aver,
we wended our way to the foot of Po:t (ftice
street, where the steamer « Marquette” wa3
in waiting to taske us on au excursion
down the Red River to Lake Winnipeg
—the largest, next to Lake Superior,
in the Dominion. Wo arrived wt tho lake
abont one p.m., and after dinner and a short
gail retoraed to Selkirk, where an address of
welcomse was Tead by tbe Mayor and an excel-
lent luncheon partaken of, After viewing
the beautifal town we rocrossed the river to
Point U hiiie aud took a special train fu
Winnipeg. .

Sunday wa3 epjoyed by all as a real day of
resf, snd on Monday we were the guests of
the City Coancil. Afier a plessunt drive
threugh the city we wers inken to Sliver
Helghts and entertained to o magulficeat
spread.

The marvellous growth of the city of Win-
nipeg wag tho wonder of all. There are
abont 30,000 peopls mow in the city, Fome
living in substuntial brick brildings, others
in nsa¢ bulidings of wood, snd many othersia
tents. The sireets of the city are fer tuo
wide, and, we sacnid say, will prove coatly to
keep in cerder. The water is also bad, end
the cause of much sickness, Drinkiog and
gambling ia carried on to excess, but we pro~
sume not more than In eny other border town.
Ws were smazed at the number of bililavd
tables. KEvery saloon bas at leset one, whkile
mapy have over s#ix each, and from morning
till night they are occupled by young msen,
who appear to have nothing to do but play
tpool.” Sundays are well observed, the law
beingistrict as to Buuday closing, baf ¢ burs’ are
oasily ronched by the knowing onss. Maln
is the principal strest of the city and has
some fine bulldings, but bullding I3 rapidly
progressing on sirests bisnchiog from il.
Tbere 18 eomy uneaciness in the town as toa
rumor of the Intention of the C. P. K. to
move their depot a mile weetward., It all
depends, it sesme, on & certain bonus which
the City Council! hes under conaidaration. 1t
the bonus is given the statfon will ba erected
on {he pressnt kite, if not, it will be removad.

Thoe weatker on Sunday was excecdingly
hot, culminating {n & grest thunder and
ligbtning storm, £o that on Mondsy we had
an expetience of Winnipeg mud-——ana such
mud, like goft soap or gresse to walk upon,
and like paint to rub off.

The Fire Department of Winnipeg has be-
come & fine institution, ucder the charge of
Chief McRoble; and Mr. Yuill, formerly of
sontreal, has brought the fire alarm system
to perfection. There are a number of Mont-
realers in Winnipeg, and every one says he
is doiog well. The boom of last epriang,
however, does ol continne, in fact the lawyers
appear o be reaping the richest harvest just
ROW.

At3 p. m, we were faken in chargo by the
Capadian Pacific Rallway Oompany and left
by special train for Portage la Praitle. A
quick run was made over the 65 miles, the
magnificent crops between Poplar Point and
that place bring much admired. At Porlsge
la Prairie the rallway company had carriages
iu weaiting and drove to the Uanedisn Pacific
Hots! for supper whera a fine meal was had.

Brandon was paseed about 10 o’clock that
night, and the giimpses got of the plo-
turesquo site of the city by the bright mvoan-
light wss much edmired by members of the
party who bad not yet ratired. DBroad-
view was reached st b o'clock next morning,
and at seven o'clock a delicions breaktast
wag served, The traln arrived at Camp
Egsn, or Troy, about 11 o'clock, and here &
beautiful epectacle was presented, A de-
tackment of Mounted Police, a3 an escott to
Msjor Walsh, came galloping down a gentle
declivity to the train, their bright ugiforma
and accoutrements making a bandesoms show
in the sunshine. Major Walsh joined the
party snd accompsnied it to the end of the
track, sffording much pleasure by explaining
many local peculiarities.

Regina, the proposed capifal of the Pre-
vince of Assinibola, waa reached abouf two
o’clock. The aite is anything but favorable
for the capital of a great Province; the land
is low, water scarce, and appearance anythiog
bat ettractive. 'Thero sre prettisr and more
sultable places in the violnity, snd it was
cause for considerabls remark that such a
bleak spot had been chosen,

The end of tho track, 409 miles from
Winnipeg, was resched stout four o'clock,
whers we witnessed, with surprise und
admiration, railway making in the great
North West, The contractors for this section
are Meserd. Langdon, Shepherd & -Co., who
have 4,200 men at work, inclading teamsters,
and 1,600 teams. The men work 15 hours
perday. ‘The grading -is being done at the
rate of six miles per day, and the ironis
belng placed at tho rate of four and a half
miles per day. By the-spring the contractors
hope to have the oavs running 663 miles be-
yond Winnipeg,. and;; perhaps beyond. the
croesiog of the Baskatchewan river, a distance
