The next year he
treated four mora Concord viaes iu the same
way,and these bore perfect frait the following
season, with o very few isolatsd rotted berries
on one or two of the vines, He had uo other
viges that year for compariscn; but those of
his neighbors twnty rods uway und all
arouad, on both high and flat grounl, wete
pearly a total faflure from rot.

»nd chop fine, but do not pound them ; dis-
solve the sods in boiling water ; cream butter
end supgar ; stir fn the braten yolke, the
fl.ar, the rcre water, an ! the elinonis ; Laatly,
tie beaten whites very lightly anl quizkly ;
deop in rings oy round cakes on buttered
paper, and bake quickly. Gratad cocomaut
may be substituted for tie almonds.

A HINT FOR BUTCHERS,
And for the matter of that, u hint for houac-
keepers as well. A recent issue of the Ber-
liner Tagelblatt contained the fillowing stute-
meats :—

pozk chops, the light emitted by which was
strong enough to onable peraons standing
near tha platform to recognize each other and
to tell the time by a watoh.” 'This unpless-
ant feature was caused by numerous baic-
teria, infesting fleah otherwisp sound and
without disagreeable odor. How the in.
f ction waa traced o its source is thus nir-
reted :—-*¢ The infection was found to occur
in the butcher’s shop, a thorough cleaaing
and purification of which failed to prevent
the appearance of the Lacteria. A current
of pure air kept moving through the shop
only served to hasten the decomposition.
[inally the infection was traced to a rotten
plank in the counter on which the meat had
becn placed. On new wood being ingerted
the bacteria disappeared,” The moral is:
clear.

A PLANTATIUX DISH,

Use two quasts of thin sliced aw potatoes,
abont a quait:r ot o pound of fat salt pork,
ona lavel tablsapoonful of salt and balf a tea-
spocnful of pepper. Sauk the potatoes in
cold water for hall un hour. Have the pork
cut in very thinalicss. PPut about on -fourth
of it in the baottom of a deep pudding-dish ;
then put in half the potatoes nnd eprinkle halt
the pepper and ealt over them.. Now put in
the remainder of the potitoes, and sprinkle
with the balance of the salt and pepper.
Spread the remainder of the sliced pork over
the patatoes. Cover the dish, and bake it in
o moderate oven for half an hour, When
that time has passed, remave the cover from
the dish and buke for 20 minutea more, Sarve
at once Iin the same dish. This i8 vxcellen
for dinner, luncheon of supper when meat or
fish is not available.—Alisx Parloa.

NNOW-PROOF LEATHER,

The simple and effectual plan for making
boots and shoes proof againat snow water is
nothing mora than a little beeswax and mut-
ton suet warmed in a pipkio until in a liquid
state. Then rub some of it lightly over the
edges of the zale where the stitches are,
which will repel the wet, and not in the least
prevent the blacking from havisg the usual
effect.

HAM ON TOANT.

An appet'zing lanch or supper dish is made
ae follows :—Chop very fine some baked or
boiled ham, and to a large teaspoonful of it
