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2. For the purposes set forth in paragraph 1 of this article, the Depositary shall,within one month of the receipt of a request from any State Party to this Conven-tion, convene a Consultative Committee of Experts. Any State Party may appointan expert to the Committee whose functions and rules of procedure are set out inthe annex, which constitutes an integral part of this Convention. The Committee shalltransmit to the Depositary a summary of its findings of fact, incorporating all viewsand information presented to the Committee during its proceedings. The Depositaryshall distribute the summary to all States Parties.

3. Any State Party to this Convention which has reason to believe that any otherState Party is acting in breach of obligations deriving from the provisions of the Con-vention may lodge a complaint with the Security Council of the United Nations. Sucha complaint should include all relevant information as well as all possible evidencesupportng its validîty.

4. Each State Party to this Convention undertakes to co-operate in carrying outany investigation which the Security Council may initiate, in accordance with the pro-visions of the Charter of the United Nations, on the basis of the complaint receivedby the Council. The Security Council shall inform the States Parties of the resultsof the investigation.

5. Each State Party to this Convention undertakes to provide or supportassistance, in accordance with the provisions of the Charter of the United Nations,to any State Party which so requests, if the Security Council decides that such Partyhas been harmed or is likely to be harmed as a result of violation of the Convention.

ARTICLE VI

1. Any State Party to this Convention may propose amendments to the Con-vention. The text of any proposed amendment shall be submitted to the Deposîtary,who shall promptly circulate it to all States Parties.

2. An amendment shall enter into force for all States Parties to this Conven-tion which have accepted it, upon the deposit with the Depositary of instruments
of acceptance by a majority of States Parties. Thereafter it shall enter into force forany remaining State Party on the date of deposit of its instrument of acceptance.

ARTICLE VII

This Convention shall be of unlimited duration.

ARTICLE VIII
1. Five years after the entry into force of this Convention, a conference of theStates Parties to the Convention shall be convened by the Depositary at Geneva,Switzerland. The conference shall review the operation of the Convention with a viewto ensuring that its purposes and provisions are being realized, and shall in particularexamine the effectiveness of the provisions of paragraph 1 of article I in eliminating

the dangers of military or any other hostile use of environmental modification
techniques.
