The transportation equipment and industrial machinery sectors also offer enormous
potential.

Financing is available through the established EDC line of credit or LOC projects
with the African Development Bank and the World Bank.

EDC still has some $35 million available on the LOC with Tunisia. However, lack of
concessional financing can be viewed as detrimental to Canadian companies.

85 Canadian companies are active in Tunisia, including 11 joint ventures, totalling
some $75 million in investment (Dominion Textile, Metal Mining, etc.). Saskoil is
about to joint venture with ETAP in 1993, Canadian companies are pursuing
business worth $285 million.
