RENE GARNEAU

Mr. Carneau was born in Quebec on May 4, 1907.He
received his B.A. at the University of Montreal in 1927, his
diploma in comparative grammar at Laval University in 1928
and his "Licencié 3s Lettres", Sorbonne, 1933. He was Assistant
Editor of "Le Canada™, Montreal and Assistant Librarian of the
Province of Quebec. He served in the Canadian Army in London
in February 1942 as Lieutenant and became Major in August 1942.
He was demobilized in the fall of 19LkL.

Mr.Carneaibecane Director of the French section of
the CBC's International Service and Secretary General to the
Royal Commission on National Development in the Arts, Letters
and Sciences, 1949-51.

He joined the Department of External Affairs in
June 1951 and held the following postis: First Secretary,Counsellor,
Paris, 1952-59; Counsellor, Brussels, 1959-61; Minister-
Counsellor, Paris, 1961-64; Ambassador to Switzerland and
Tunisia, August 1964; concurrently Ambassador to Algeria, 1966,
and Consul General in Bordeaux since May 1968.
