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THE HOUSE OF COMMONS OF CANADA.

BILL 63.

An Act respecting the boundaries of certain National Parks.

IS Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the
Senate and House of Commons of Canada, enacts as
follows :—

1. This Act may be cited as The National Parks (Bound-
aries ) Amendment Act, 1946. 5

2. Notwithstanding section three of The National Parks
Act, chapter thirty-three of the statutes of 1930, ‘

(a) Banff Park and Kootenay Park comprise the areas
described in Schedule A to this Act;

(b) the tracts or parcels of land deseribed in Schedule B 10
to this Act are added to Riding Mountain Park;

(c¢) the tracts or parcels of land described in Schedule C
to this Act are added to Point Pelee Park;

(d) the tract or parcel of land described in Schedule D
to this Act is added to The Georgian Bay Islands 15
Parks;

(e) the tract or parcel of land desecribed in Schedule E
to this Act is added to Mallorytown Landing, one of the
St. Lawrence Islands Parks.

3. All those parcels or tracts of land that formed a 20
part of Kootenay Park immediately before the commence-
ment of this Act but which are outside the boundaries of
that Park as described in Schedule A to this Act, are with-
drawn from that Park and declared to be no longer required
for park purposes. 25

4. Those parcels or tracts of land described in Schedule F
to this Act are withdrawn from Riding Mountain Park and
declared to be no longer required for park purposes.

5. All the provisions of The National Parks Act not
inconsistent with this Act shall apply to the areas and 30
parcels or tracts of land described in Schedules A, B, C, D
and E to this Act.
