PAROLE ACT

AMENDMENTS RESPECTING COMMUTATION
OF DEATH SENTENCES

Mr. Auguste Choquetie (Lotbiniére) moved
for leave to introduce Bill No. C-172, to

amend the Parole Act (Power to Commute a
Sentence of Death).

Some hon. Members: Explain.

Mr. Choquette: Mr. Speaker, this bill is not
any more controversial than the one I intro-
duced on Monday. It is corollary to the one
agreed to and read the first time on Monday.
If Mr. Wagner has decided to renew proceed-
ings in the cases of Marcotte and Dion, he is
wasting his time, because he will not be able
to send them to the gallows.

The object of this bill is to hand over to
the judicial power what should, in my hum-
ble opinion, be under its jurisdiction, and not
under the executive power. According to the
provisions of the bill, the Court of Appeal
alone could approve a commutation of a
death sentence. The board would act only on
the recommendation of the Court of Appeal.
