A pre-
engineering survey o! the existing 2.8 miles of
road, known as the Middle road, in the Oka
settlement has been completed.

2. The location survey of the road was car-
ried out under the direction of the division en-
gineer of the provincial highways departrnent
on behaîf of the Indian residents, and at the
request of the Indian affairs branch.'

3. Yes, the survey has been authorized by
resolution of the elected band counicil repre-
senting the Oka Indians.

4. Written agreemnents have been concluded
with all Indian property owners whose lands
are requîred for road purposes. Each property
owner will receive compensation after recon-
struction has been ýcompleted and a legal sur-
vey undertaken to establish the precise land
areas involved.

I amn inforrned by the Department of National
Health and Welf are as follows: Under the
health grants federal assistance is provided
for projects submitted by the provinces for
provincial health programns which may include
the support of training, research and clinical
services provided by or under the supervision
of the faculties of medicîne of Canadian uni-
versities. Under the new health resources
fund, federal assistance will also be provided
to, projects submitted by the provinces for the
construction and renovation of buildings for
teaching and research in faculties of medi-
cine. (a) to (f) Faculties of medicine are de-
veloped and operated under the authority of
the provinces. Federal standards have not
been established for the admission of students.

ta, Minister cf Finance and Receiver General):
On September 15, 1966 there were 4,698 reg-
istered holders of perpetual bonds, of whoma
330 were original registrations. The total
registered holdings accounted for about
$27,500,000 par value of which the 330 original
registrations accounted for approximately
$700,000 par value. It is flot known how many
bearer bonds totalling approximately $27,-
500,000 are still in the hands of original
purchasers. Since the date of issue, September
15, 1936, the perpetual bonds have changed
hands at many prices within the range of
about $50.00 and $104.00 per $100.00 par
value. The various prices at which present
perpetual bond holders, other than original
purchasers, purchased their bonds cannot be
determined. Consequently, it 15 not possible
to estimate the arnount of capital gains which
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
