FOOD PRICES AND SUPERMARKET PROFITS-REQUEST
FOR UNANIMOUS CONSENT TO MOVE MOTION UNDER

Improvement Loans Act for the period January to March,
1972, which. indicate that not one loan was made in the
province of Newfoundland, demonstrating failure by the
chartered banks of Canada to fulfil their responsibility in
directing these boans on behaîfof the government, I move,
seconded by the hon. member for Gander-Twillingate (Mr.
