FUTURE 0F WINE INDUSTRY

Mr. Joe Reid (St. Catharines): Mr. Speaker, this week I,
along witb others, had the occasion ta hear a presentation
made by the Canadian Wine Institute here in Ottawa. In spite
of the congeniality of the occasion and the palatability of the
fine quality Canadian wines, the evening was marred by a deep
and abiding concern.

The good, clear, sparkling wines that we were sampling are
facing a claudy future, and the Gavernment bas the ability ta
lift that claud. The wine industry in Canada is at an ali-time
low bath in terms of profitability and market share. The
decline in Canadian wine sales can be attributed ta many

factors, including the heavily subsidized production in Europe,
an unfavaurable excbange rate, and the flagrant use of wine as
barter for Canadian exports. The mast significant factors,
bowever, are tbe federal and provincial taxes levied on the
grape and wine industry. AlI of these factors have led ta an
untenable situation in wbicb imported wines retail for prices
far lawer than domestic products.

Grawers and wine praducers have invested in the future.
Tbey have proven that tbey can produce a quality product. It
is within aur power ta assure them that there is a future that is
as clear and brigbt as the products they praduce. Do it, and do
it now.

TOURISM

PORTS 0F ENTRY

Mr. John Parry (Kenora-Rainy River): Mr. Speaker, the
Government of Canada bas voiced a commitment ta expanding
the tourist industry in Canada and bas also appointed Cana-
da's first Minister of State for Tourism (Mr. McMillan). It is
my understanding, bowever, that the Minister of National
Revenue (Mr. Beatty) will be closing 19 ports of entry in the
coming year, thus affecting tourîsm in those areas.
