LO)W-LEVEL FUGHTS

Mr. Robert E. Skelly (Comox-Aiberni): Mr. Speaker,
as you are aware, on Mardi 7, just a few weeks ago, I
asked the Prime Minister a question concerning tlie
low-Level test fliglit facility at Goose Bay, Labrador.
When I asked the minister the question I indicated that I
had read press reports that lie had exhibited some
skepticismn as to whether NATO would approve this
low-level test fliglit base at Goose Bay.

I asked the Prime Minister, ratier than leaving the
decision up to NATO, whether lie would not do the riglit
thing on lis own accord and on account of the people of
Canada and cancel the low-level test fliglit base as an
initiative of the Canadian government as opposed to
waiting passively to have NATO cancel the base.

The Prime Minister at that time gave me a flippant
answer, an offhand kind of answer in wiicli lie accused
me and the NDP of being against the creation of
thousands of jobs in Newfoundland and Labrador.
