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collect it by law I suppose. Consequently

in this Act It is flot conditional. The Can-

adilan governinent Is flot making it condi-

tionai upon this time being counted that the

Imperial government should contribute the

proportion to whicb the soldiers would be

entltled. It seems to me it should ail be

conditional upon the imperial governmeflt

contrlbutlng the proper proportion of- the

pension.

Hon. Mr. S.COT-I presume we can

place confidence in the imperlal governinent
that tbey wlll carry out what they propose,

witbout Including a provision In an Act of

parliament. It would flot bave any more

effeet even if we did, because we can-not

coerce tbem. Tbey have already agreed as

to the men we take over tbat tbey will

acceunt to Canada for tbe proportion of the

pension wblch tbey sbould pay.

Hon. Mr. POWF>R-I amn rather surprlsed

that the bon, leader of the opposition sbould

taIse any questionl, even If there Is no pro-

vision, that the Imperial authorities should

pay a proportion of tbe pension. I think if

we get the services of these British officers
and soldiers we are doing our d7ufy as

citizens of the empire in allowing the time

wbich they bave spent In the service of the

empire under the imperlal authorities, to
count towards their pension.

Hon. Mr. LOUGHEED-That ls slmply

equivalent to saylng that because of the ex-

istence of an Imperial spirit, we sbould reck.

lessly draw Acts of parliament and mnak(

no Provision for the p roper carrylng out of

a compacet of this nature. That is no good

reason why the statute should flot 1be con-

ditional upon tbe Imperial government con.

trIbuting their share of the Pensions.

Hon. Mr. FERGUSON-The suggestior
of the bon. gentleman from Halifax migbl

Nvork out very adversely as regards Can

ada If any considerable number ot thesE

Officers bad put In the greater portion o

their term of service before coming to Can

ada. Assumdng that some of them hav<

only one or two years to put ln lu order t(

complete their term of service, lt would bi
scarcely fair that we should undertake thi

duty of pensioning them for the rest of tiie!

lives ;but, as the hon. Secretary of Stati

Hon. Mr. SCOTT-The Imperlal goverfi-

ment do not exact any annual payment as

we do. We exact 5 per cent each year.

Hon.. Mr. FERGIJSOIN-Wll our principle

be made to, apply ln tbese cases ?

Hon. iMr. SCOTT-No, the time tbey

serve In the Imperial army Is credlted to

them. 1 observe that the leader of the op-

position ln tbe other House asks whether

the imperial government would reimburse

the Canadian governmelit year by year. Sir

Frederick Borden replled tbat tbey would,

tbat an account is kept wltb eacb officer,

and that lie Is c.redited annually with the

proper amount. . Tbat amount will be

paid to the Canadlan governmext wben tie

officer bas earned bis pension under the

Canadian law.

ýHon. Sir MACKENZIE BOWELL-Do

our mîtitla volunteers wbo are on service,

pay Into a superannuation fund ?

Hou. Mr. SCOTT-Yes, 5 per cent Is de-

ducted from their pay annually and funded.

The Minister of Militia inforined the House

o f Cominons tbat that fund was practically

self-sustainiDg. The men have to serve a

long term before becomiflg entitled to a

pension. If tbey retire befoire the expira-

*tion of 20 years tbey do not recelve a pen-

*sion, simply a donation, so that: the fund

practically ls large enough to meet tbe de-

mands upon it at tbe present time. That Is

witb regard to tbe permanent force.
