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straits and sounds. All this is favorable to the

highest commercial activity and enterprise. Greece

itself and its islands are not more indented and

inviting. Fish swarm about the shores and in all

the streams. There are, I have no doubt, great

forests which we did not see from the car win-

dows, the inhabitants of which do not show them-

selves to the travellers at the railway-stations.

In the dining-room of a friend, who goes away

every autumn into the wilds of Nova Scotia at

the season when the snow falls, hang trophies—
enormous branching antlers of the caribou, and

heads of the mighty moose— which I am assured

came from there ; and I have no reason to doubt

that the noble creatures who once carried these

superb horns were murdered by my friend at long

range. Many people have an insatiate longing to

kill, once in their life, a moose, and would travel

far and endure great hardships to gratify this

ambition. In the present state of the world it is

more difficult to do it than it is to be written

down as one who loves his fellow-men.
