EAST OF THE CITY LIMITS,

Proposul for Improved Postal Deliveries
Between Toronto and Dunbarton.

Mr. R. H. Crew of East Toronto, the
proprietor of thé Royal,. Mail ’bus,
which plies between Toyonto and the
village of Dunbarton, has submitted a
project to the postal authgrities, where-
by the large farming ‘community 1liv-
ing to the east of the city may re-
celve not only an earlier mail than

stead of one, a day. According to the
present state of things a malil train
reaches Secarboro at 7 a.m., and Dun-
barton, which is 17 miles distant from
the city, at 7.47. The intervening post-
offices of Rouge Hill, Highland Creek,
West Hill, and also Norway, are re-
moved from any railroad, and don’t
get any mail at all until the 'bus in
question brings it from the city in the
afternoon. Under the proposed ar-
rangement, which would give the dis-
trict the postal facilities now enjoyed
by the suburbs of the city, and bring
it into close touch with the business
world, the 'bus would leave Dunbarton
at 8 in the mrning, end, picking up
the mail bags left there by the train,
drop them at the various postoffices
on its route west to the city. The
afternoon mail service would 'be man-
aged as at present.

FOR SIX WEEKS PAST IT HAS BEEN

“The Weorld That the Worst is Over—
‘The Cases Have Not Becn So Virulemt
and Fatal as in Some Recent Years.

During the past six weeks the city

has been visited with the customary
attack of 14 grippe. The visitation,
however, has been neither as virulent
or as epidemic as in several years

»ast

The World yesterday lntervwwod’
medical men in various parts of the
¢ity, and thé ‘consensus of opinion was
that, severe as the grippe hdd: been
this year, there had mot been nearly
so many fatal cases as in several re-
cent winters., There have been more
than the usual number of cases, but
these were not of so serious and ag-
gravated a character as in years past.

The disease appeared to attack the
extremes of life, tRe patients being
prinéipally children and persons past
middle life and verging on old age.
Opinion, differed as to the causation,
theugh . the changes of temperature
\and biting east and north winds were
by many considered to be responsible
for the'outbreak. -

During the past week there has
been a great falling off in the number
of cases of grippe, and with the ad-
vent of fine, genial weather, it was
the opinion of many of the medical
men that .this unpleasant annual visi-
tor would soon take his departure ;
and The World and its readers will
say, ‘the sooner the better.”

i Not Many Fatal Cases.

Dr. H. C. 8. Elliott, Simcoe-street—

There has been a great deal of la
grippe this spring. More on the whole
than last year. it has not been more
fatal' in its consequences than in for-
iner years, there being few fatal cases.
Quite a' number of cases of diphtheria
have come under my notice.
Dr. Macdonald, Simcoe-street—My
experience has been that la grippe has
not been as prevalent this spring as
before, and not in as severe a form.
The majority of cases have been of
much mildér type than those of two
of three years ago. There has been
more of it among young children in
proportion, but it is, I think, gradual-
ly dying out—fading away. The great-
er part of what la grippe we have
had, has come on owing to the sudden
changes in the weather.

: Of a Milder Form.
Dr.Warner,Carlton-street—La grippe
has been about as prevalent as last
year, but not in as severe a form. The
experience has been that the type of
disease has been milder each year for
severa] years, except in the case of
aged people, with whom it still ap-
pears to be severe. There has been
some diphtheria, but very little conta-
gious diseases in the city, which, I
think, considering its size, is remark-
ably free from contagious diseases.
Dr, W. H. Emory, Carlton-street—I
have had a number of cases, isolated
rather, and in no case has it been fa-
tal. Sometimes it has gone through
a whole family. We have not had an
epidemiec, such as there was in former
years. The acute symptoms have not
been apparfently so severe as in former
years, but the prostration afterwards
has been quite as marked.

Dr. Weir, Charles Street—I have not
had a fatal case of la grippe this year.
The Aged sulicred Most
Dr. E. H. Greene, Carlton-street—
There hag been a little more la grippe
than last year, and the mortality has
been somewhat greater. The disease
has been of a more depressing nature,
‘and has been most severe in the ex-
tremes of life, the aged suffering most
heavily, in consequence, probably, of
the decay of the vital forces. The dis-

ease, however, is dying out.
% Nesner Virwient Sor Epldemie.
-In the city east of the Don the grip
for the past six months has never as-
sumed a virulent form, nor has it
éver been epidemic. The two doctors
who have the largest practice in this
district have never had more than
half a dozen patients affected by it at
one time, and at the present, among
three doctors interviewed, there are
ony two cases. All the doctors agree
in saying that wherever the disease
has appeared it has been of much
less severity than it was four Yyears
since.

Fine Weather Grip’s Enemy,

The opinion of the” majority of the
physicians in the business portion of
the city seems to be that la grippe,
while perhaps more prevalent this
year than last year, is by no means
as prevalent, nor of so virulent a
type,as it was a few years ago. About
a month ago there was a great dear
throughout the city, but the fine wea-
ther. of the last few days is doing
much in driving it away, and leaving
no il etfect.

Enquiry in North Toronto, Deer
Park and upper Yonge-street elicited
the fact that there had been several
cases of la grippe, but none’ of them
of a very serious or fatal character.
