“Noble Sovercign, greeting : The evenes

““Among the various rumors “that came to
that attracted my
attention in particular. s young man, it
was said, had appeared in Galiles, preacn-
ing with a noble unction a new law, in the
pame of the gods that had sent him. At
first 1 was apprehensive that his desizn
was to stir up the people against the- Ko-
mans, but soon were my fears dspelled.
Jesus of Nazareth spake rather as a friend
of the Romans than of the Jews. One aay,
in passing by the Palace of Siloe. where
there was.a great concourse of people, I
observed n the midst of the group a young
man, who was leaning against a tree caim-
ly addressing a multitude. 1 was told that
ihis was Jesus. This I could easily have,
expected, so great was the differepce pe-|
tween him and those who were listening to
him. His golden-colored hair and bpeare
gave to his appearance a celestial aspeet.|
He appeared to be about 30 years of age.
Never have I seen a sweeter - oF more sercae|
countenance. What a contrast between him
and his hearers, with their black bearus
and tawny complexions! .
“Unwilling to interrupt him by my pre-|
sence, I continued my walk, but signidel
to my secretary to join the group aud.lis-|
ten, My secretary’s name s Manlius. He
{s the grandson of the chief of the cou-
spirators who encamped in Etruria await-|
Ing Catiline. ‘Manlius was anciently an x=-|
habitant of Judea, and well acquainted
with the Hebrew language. He is devoied|
un |
entering the Judgment Hall 1 found Man- |
lins, who related to me the words Jesus |
had pronounced at Siloe. Never have I
heard in the Portico, nor in the works of
the philosophers, anything that can com-|
pare to the maxims of Jesus. One of the|
1ebellions Jews—so numerous in Jerusalem
—having asked him if it was lawful to give|
tribute to Caesar. Jesus replied : ‘Keader|

belong mi

unto Caesar the things which
Caesar, and unto God the things that are
God’s.” It was on account of the wiscom
of his sayings that I granted so much fib-|
erty to the Nazarine, for it was in my pow-|
eq to have hil him arrested and exiled|
to I'ontus ; but this would have be a1 |
tontrary to the justice which has always
characterize@ the Romans. This man was
neither seditious nor rebellious, and I ex-
tended to him my protection, unknewn,
perhaps, to himself.

“He was at liberty to act, to speak, to
assemble and address the people, to choose
fisciples,unrestrained by any Pretorian man-
date. Should it ever happen—may the gods
ever avert the omen—should it ever happen,
1 say, that the religion of our forefathers
bq supplanted by the religion of Jesus, it
will be to this noble toleration that Rome
ghall owe her premature obsequies, while
1, miserable wretch, shall have been the
Instrument of what Christians call Provi-
dence, and we, destiny. But this unlimited
freedom granted Jesus provoked the Jews;
pot the poor, but the rich and powerful ;
It s true that Jesus was severe on the lat-
ter, and this was a political reason, in my
opinion, not to control the liberty of the
Nazarene. ‘Seribes and Pharisees,” he
would say to them, ‘you are a race of
vipers; you resemble painted sepulchres.’
At other times he would sneer at the proud
alms of the publican, telling him that the
mite of the widow was more-precious in
the sight of God. &

“New complaints were daily made at the |
Judgment Hall against the insolence of the |
Jews. 1 was even informed that some mis-
fortune .would - befal him—that it would
not be the first time that Jerusalem had
stoned those who called themselves pro-
phets—and if the Pretorium refused jus-
tice, an appeal would be made to Caesar.
However, my conduct was approved by the
Senate, and I was promised a reinforce-
ment, after the termination of the Parthian
war. - Being too weak ‘to Suppress a se-
dition, I resolved upon adopting a measure
that promised to establish the tranquillity
of the ¢ity without subjecting the Y'retor-
jum to the humiliating concessions.

“I wrote to Jesus requesting an interview
with him at the Judgment Hall, and he
came. You know that in my veins flows
the Spanish mixed with the Roman blood,
as incapable of fear as it Is of puerile enio-
tions.

“When the Nazarene made his appearance
I was walking in my court, and my fect
seemed fastened with an iron hand to the
marble pavement, and I trembled in every
limb as a guilty culprit, though he was
calm—the Nazarene—calm as innocence.
When he came up to me he stopped, and,
by a signal, secmed to say to me, ‘I am
here,’ Kor some time I contemplated this
extraordinary type of wman-—-a type of man
unknown to our numerous painters, who
have given form and figure to all the gods
and heroes.

““+Jesus,’ said I to him at last, and my
tongue faltered, ‘Jesus of Nazareth, I have
granted you for the last three years ample
freedom of speech; nor do 1 regret it. Your
words are those of a sage. I know not
\th‘lhl"r you have read Socrates or Plato,
but ‘this I know—that there is in your dis-
courses a majestic simplieity that elevates
¥you far above those philosophers. The Em-
p‘:""' is informed of it, and I, his humble
representative in this community, am glad

“Your biood shall not be spiit," replied |
I with emotion. ‘You are more precivus in
my estimation on account of your Wisdom
than all the turbulent and prond Pharisces,
who abuse the freedom granted them by
the Romans, conspire against Caesar and
construe our bounty imto ear. Insolent
wretches, they are not aware that the wolt
of the timbsér sometimes clotns himself
witk the skin of the sheep.

“So saying, he disappeared like a bright
shadow behind the eurtaips «f the palace.

“To Herod, whe then re‘znea in Galilee,
the enemies of Jesus addrersed themsehes
to wreak their vengean~e gn the Nazarere.
Had Herod consulted his own inclination,
he would bave ordered Jesns immediately
put to death; but, theuzh proud of his
royal dignity, yet he was afraid of commit-
ting an act that might diminish his Influence
with the Senate. Herod called ou me one
day at the Pretorium, and, on risidg 1w
take leave, after some insignificant cou\er-
sation, he asked my opinion <ONCerAing
the Nazarene. I repiled that Jesus appear-
ed to be one of|those great philosophers
that great nations sometimes praduce. that
his doctrines were by no means sacrilegious
and that the intention of Home was 1v
leave him to that freedom of speech which
was justified by his actions. sero] smiled,
and ‘saluting me with iromical respeci, hc
departed.

“'he great feast of the Jows was ap-
preaching, and the intention of their reli-
gious rulers was to avail themselves of the
}-npnlar exultation which always manifests
teelf at the solemnities of a Passover. The
city was overflowing with a tumultuous
kcpulace clamoring for the death of the
Nazarene. My emissaries informed me that
the treasure of the Temple had been em-
ployeds in bribing the people. The danger
was ‘pressing. - At Roman centurion had
been insulted. I wrote to the Prefect of
Syria for a hundred foot- soldiers and as
niany cavalry. He deelined. I saw myself
alone, with a Handful of veterans, in the
midst of a rebgllious eity, too (weak to sup-
press a disorde¥, and having no other choice
left but to tolerate it. .

“First, the Hergdians and the Sudducees,
whose seditious conduct seems to have pro-
vg(\df-d from double motives; they hated the
Nazarene and were impatient of the Ro-
man yoke. They could never forgive me
for having entered their holy .city with
banners that bore the image of the Roman
Emperor, and although in this instance 1
had ignorantly committed the fatal error,
yet the sacrilege did not appear less hein-
ous in their eyes. Another grievance also
rankled in their bosoms; 1 had propoged to
ewploy a part of the treasure of the Tem-
ple in erecting edifices of public utility,
which proposal was scowled at.

“The Pharisees, too, were avowed ene-
mies of Jesus, and they cared not for our
Gevernment. They bore with bitterness
the severe reprimands which the Nazarenc
for three years had been throwing out
against them wherever he went. Tco weak
and pusillanimous to act for themselves,they
had eagerly embraced the quarrels of tne
Herodians and the Sadducees. Besides
these three parties I had to contend against
the reckless and profligate populace, al-
ways ready to join a sedition, and to profit
by  the ‘disorder and confusion resulting
therefrom. 1

“Jesus was dragged before the High Priest
and condemned to death. It was then that
Caiaphas, the High |Priest, performed a
derisory act of submission. He sent his
prisoner to me to pronounce his condemn-
ation, I answered him that, as-Jesus was
a Galilean, the affair cam®Emder Herod's
jurisdiction; and I ordered him to be sent
thither. That wily terarch professed his
humility, and protesting his deference to
mey the lieutenant of Caesar recommitted
the fate of the man to my hands.

“Soon my| palace assumed the aspect of
a besieged 'citadel. Every moment in-
creased the number of seditionists. Jeru-
salem was inundated with crowds from
the mountains of Nazareth. All Judea ap-
peared to be pouring into the devoted city.

Sewage Contamination.

Mr. McGill points out that specific dis.
ease .germs from sewage are the cause of
most impure wells and that the question «f
examining a well water resolves itself into
the detection of sewage. Iu wsing a 1ok
luted or a suspected, well water, danger
may be very much,, jessened by artificlal
filtration, or by boiling the water. Boiling
is not the absolute guaranty of safety
whieh is generally supposed; since it i9
now known that some forms of bacteria
are able, in the so-called resting spora con<
dition, to resist a boiling temperature; but
there can be no doubt that greater safety
in use comes frem boiling the water.

POLLUTED WELLS.

Bulletin Issued by the Laboratory ot the
Inlanid Revenue Department
oot Oawa,.
From the Laboratory of the Inland Re-
venue Department at Ottawa a valuable
bulletin on well waters has been issued. It
consists of a report by Mr. A. McGill, B.A.
on a , number of samples, Which
were collected in various parts of the
Dominion by order of Cominissioner Miall
in June last. These samples were 61 In

pumber and the results of the exumination
by official analysts are given.

Sources of Supply.
“\WWhen we consider that every water sup-
ply originates with rain, and is nothing
more than rain water variously collecteéd
and stored; that the gathering ground 18
the surface of the earth itself, and the
natural or artificial
excavation to which water finds fccess
from higher levels; when further we con-
sider how large a proportion of the earth’'s |
surface is made up of manured fields, town
and village streets, country barnyards, pas-
ture fields, ete., it becomes really a source
of wonder that our great water courses are
so little tainted as they are. And even
when the gathering ground is mainly the
untilled land of the back settlements, and
of the virgin ferest, it is still to be remem-
bered that the decaying vegetable matter
of these regions, the peat-bogs, marshes
and swamps, must cause t water there
originating to have an amo int of organic
matter in solution, which differentiates 1t
sharply from pure water,

Easy in Citlex.

“In the case of cities and larger towns
which are supplied from a single source—
generally a lake or river—it is compara-
tively an easy matter to ascertain from
¢ime to time the character of the supply.
Any conditions likely to alter Iits nature,
as the inflow of sewage, the establishment.
of mapufactures, the decay of conduits,
etc., are matters of municipal importance,
and are generally looked after by the citi-
zens or their representatives. .
“It is quite otherwise In the case of vil-
luge supplies, and the wells throughout the
farming districts. Bach particular supply
has its own character; and, while one may,
in general, safely assume that a farm well
is a wholesome food supply, this is by no
means universally true.
The Owners’' Daty.

“QOf course it Is impossible that anything
like a systematic and comprehensive €X-
amination of all the wells in the country
should be undertaken by the Depattment
of Iniand Revenue, or by any other de-
partment of the Government. This is a duty
which must devolve primarily upon the par-
ticular owners and users affected. But the
danger of using a polluted water supply
does not end with the immediate consumer.
All the residents of any locality are af-
fected by the outbreak of typhoia fever,
diphtheria, cholera, or other contagious dis-
ease within its limits, and are, Iin conse-
quence, secondarily interested in the condi-
tion of any contaminated water supply
through which the discase may be spread.

No Guaarantees of Purity.
It is with a view to awakening the atten-
tion of owners and users of wells to the
importance of having them looked after,
that this work has been done. Feople as-
sume, too frequently, thdat watér used as
a domestic supply is all rignt, when Jin
truth the facts are quite otherwise. Jt
cannot be too emphatically stated that,
although clearness, coldness, coloricsgm:ss
and palatability syuld he insisted wpon,
they are no guarasitee of the purity of a
water supply. It has again and again been
fovnd by our collectors that the utmost con.
fidence in the purity and wholegomenesgs ot
a water supply has existed where the an-
