The Automatic Conster.

The Automatic Coaster and: Brake, fit-
ted on Eclipse Bleycles, avolds the objec-
tionable features of the ordinary plunger
brake, gives a wheelman full conmand of
his mmount -on the steepest hills, and also
enables him to hold his pedals stationary
for the purpose of coasting. The mechan-
jsm consists of a friction clutch on the vear
hub, another clutch on the left erank, and
a spoon brake controlled by the latter. Jn
a normal position the rear sprocket’ elutch
is locked, and the crank clutch is free.

It will
thus be seen that the rider can coast or
set the brake by varying the back pressurec
upon the pedals,and the leverage is so great
that he can stop the rear wheel altogether
in case of emergency. This device has been
sold largély during the past season, and is
pronounced by experts to be perfect in its
operation, and old riders who have tried it
are enthusiastic in their praise, and claim
it adds greatly to the pleasure of cycling,
as well as giving an element of safety which
has hitherto been lacking.
