The gases used by the Germans are 
chlorine, a green gas, Intensely irritat­
ing to the eyes, throat and nose, fol­
lowed In cases bv pneumonia, In others 
by blindness. "When this gas is highly 
concentrated it is instantaneous death.
Nitrobenzole gas, another, is a by­
product In the manufacture of vanilla.
It is a heavy gas, admirably adapted 
to trench warfare, as it falls to the 
bottom of the trench and suffocates 
the victim in a’ moment. It is very 
pleasant to smell, having the odor of 
bitter almonds. The third gas is sul­
phur ethane bichlor. It is a mixture 
of sulphuric acid and chlorine. If tt 
comes in contact with the soldier he is 
blinded if the eyes are reached. If his 
clothes are saturated his skin comes 
off with his clothes. The first two 
gases can be overcome with the gas 
mask, but the last gas is thus far be­
yond the reach of any invention to pre­
vent its action.

Watson is well in spite of the in­
tense cold and lack of proper housing.

I would like to go 
to the front, but I fear my kidney 
trouble would make me more of a 
hindrance than a benefit. I enjoy good 
health with a regular, but perhaps 
would fall down under the strain of 
military life.

I gave an address In the church on 
Sunday morning on the subject of the 
Y. M. C. A fund. The speech brought 
in $100. We have raised $50,000,000 in 
the United States to purchase supplies 
lor the boys at the front.

I saw a train of fifteen sleepers on the 
Baltimore and Ohio road last night. 
There were 2,000 soldiers on their way 
to training camps in the south. The 
engine had three drivers and a trailer ! 
on each side, a tender and tank and 
behind that a tank like an oil car. The 
engine and tender and tank were about 
05 feet long. The tank was to carry 
the water. She made long runs, and 
the track tanks cannot be used on ac­
count of the cold.

WHAT DOES CONFERENCE MEAN?
Washington, Nov. 28.—The confer­

ence at Petrograd today of Rqssian 
political leaders, which, according to a 
London Times dispatch, is for the pur­
pose of forming a government repre-, 
sentative' of all parties, added to the 
interest with which official Washington 
is watching the march of developments 
in that changing capital.

What really lies back of the confer­
ence it was too early for officials to 
judge. It was significant that former 
members of the Kerensky cabinets 
were among those who assembled 
along with the Bolsheviki leaders, al­
though the calling in of some members 
of an overthrown regime, it is recog­
nized, may be a strategic move for ef­
fect on the diplomatic corps at Petro­
grad, who have uniformly refused to 
indicate any recognition of the newly 
sprung element in power, while Russian 
diplomats and consuls in this country 
openly repudiate. Details of the con­
ference were awaited here W'ith con­
siderable concern.

The economic effect on Germany 
would be to make available to it the 
vast stores of the great Russian em­
pire and the restoration of German 
prisoners held in Russia and their util­
ization for service again at the German 
front.

Meantime it is believed that the al­
lied conference at Paris is keeping in 
close touch with the developments.
