"The industrial history of the nine­
teenth century," was the subject of a 
lecture delivered at the Labor Temple 
last evening by Prof. L. A. Wood under 
the auspices of the Workers’ Educa- 
tional Association. Frank McKay acted 
as chairman. .

"Coal was the king of the nineteenth 
century." declared the speaker, who in­
dicated the manner in which the Indus­
trial revolution to the factory system 
was accompanied more especially in 
Great Britain by the use of coal to 
supply motive power, the smelting of 
iron, and the important inventions that 
occurred in the textile industries. While 
the population of Great Britain has 
quadrupled in a century, the production 
of coal has increased twenty-fold. The 
way in which the industrial population 
has shifted from the south and east 
of England to the north and west, and 
the manufacture of cotton has driven 
the wool industry into the background, 
was traced by the speaker. ...

Similarly the development of Indus­
trial activity in United States and Can- 
ada, beginning in 1850, was outlined. 
The inter-relationship of coal and Iron 
In Pennsylvania and the adjoining 
states had brought the great industries 
of the country into that neighborhood.

A very encouraging financial report 
was given by the secretary, Edward 
Wyatt. A hank balance of over $400 
remained to start the work of this year, 
and over $3.000 had been received and 
disbursed during the past year.
