Must Nationalize Currency,

tablish state banks of issue and redis-
count. Such a policy would not in-
jure ' the chartered hanks but wour%ﬁ
benefit Canada as the Federal Re-
serve Bank Act had - benefited the
United States.” Wé would also have

to estabilsh rural credits, and for
that purpose the national credit
awould have to be used. The farmer

could not borrow money on easy

terms for a long time from the com-

mercial banks.

U. 8. Sets Example.

Just now a joint committee of the
two houses -of congress at Washing-
ton had reported a. bill for the United
States which differed somewhat from
the laws which had operated so suc-
cessfully in Australia "and continen-
tal Europe, but based on much the
same principle. This bill established
land banks under control of the fed-
eral govérnment. Those banks were
depositories of public moneys and
their capital stcck’ could ,be sub-
scribed for by the federdl govern-
ment. Thru land associations money
would be loaned to the farmers on
easy pavments, The farmers would
pay six per cent., but would only be
charged five per cent. interest, So
that in time their debts would be paid
off and their land cleared.

PREPARE FOR THE FUTURE-

Everything Possible Will Be Done
by Government to Foster
Spirit of Competition. -

‘““‘Canadian crops were worth $160,000,000
more last: year than in 1914, even with
bad weather conditions,” s¢id Hon. F.
G. Macdiarmid, minister of public works,
before the 500 delegates who attended
the opening evening session of the Ontario
Asso@iation of Fairs and Exhibitions at
the C. O. F. Hall last night. Represen-
tatives were present from all the tweilve
districts into which the association has
been divided. The important part which
the producer has played in the develop-
ment of Canada was the subject dealt
with by Hon. Mr. Macdiarmid, who spoke
on behalf of Hon. James Duff, who was
absent thru {llness,

‘“We have been able to turn the balance
of trade in our favor, and are able to have
an increase of exports over &mports,'
said Hon. Mr. Macdiarmid. ‘“We will be
able to maintain this condition of affairs
because we are able to get the wealth
out of the soil.” Producers were just
as necessary as fighters, the speaker de-
clared, as without men behind the plow
the fighters could not be fed. The tillers
of the soil had as their duty the pro-
dwon of as much fpod .stufyu as pos-
sible.

Akded by Government.

Hon. Mr. Macdiarmid also spoke about
the beneficial - results of the fairs, and
said, on hehalf of the minister of agri-
culture, that everything possible was be-
ing done, and would contipue to be
dene, by the provincial government to
foster the spirit of competition for high-
clags products of the farm, which was
encouraged such an extent by the,
fairs held thruout the province. He as-
serted that Canadians were under an
obligation to produce as much as they
possibly couid, so that after the war is
over they be able to supply the
other nafions, whose resources were de-
pleted and whose lands had been de-
vastated. :

The fairs and exhibitions thruouf the
province were serving a Jaudable fune-
tion, he stated, in encouraging the farm-
ers to bring outithe best that they were
ca; le of growing. :

?IMW Rogwell. leader of the opposi-

tion, endorsed all that had been said
by Hon. Mr. Macdiarmid, and stat-
ed that too much could not be

spoken for the producers.
President’s Address.

The sddress of the president of the as-
sociation, J. C. Stuart of Osgoode Sta-
tion, was delivered at the afternoon
meeting. He dealt with the desirability
of getting we'ter judges for the fall fairs,
and stated that oxperts should be se-
cured for every-class of exhibits at. the
annva! exhibitions. He also touched on
the ocdvisability of bolding the echool
fairs in connection with the county fairs,
and not as separate compe itions. It was
in the younger generation, he  stated,
that a sepirit should be spread among
the schocl children to urge them to pro-
duce the best varieties of vegetables.
Bee-keeping, poultry-raising and other
phases of farm life, be stated wer? being
developed wih great profit emong thc
‘schoc? children. The demand which Can-
aGgians are asked to respond to, he de
clared, was ‘‘produce, produce.” :
