fondon, Oct. 25.—Death early today
claimed ‘Terence MacSwiney, lord
mayor of (“ork, the most prominent of
the Irish hunger-strikers, and said to
have been the brains of the Republic-
an army in Ireland.

The end was not unexpected, for the
lord mayor had been unconscious for
several days in Brixton prison, where
he was incarcerated. He was entering
upon the seventy-fourth day of his
hunger-strike as a protest against a
sentence of two years’ imprisonment
on several charges, including one of
having in  his possession seditious
-documents. )

Only his brother, John MacSwiney,
and his private chaplain, Father Dom-
inic, were with the lord mayor when
he died. Mrs. MacSwiney and the
prisoner’s two sisters, Annie and
Mary, were at a nearby hotel.

The lord mayor, who was terribly
emaciated as a result of his long ab-
stinence from food, for many hours
permitted to inform Mrs., MacSwiney.
When she received the news she camg
to the prison, accompanied by her
“parents and the Misses MacSwiney,
and the family’ group, stoical and.dry-

- ‘eyed, prayed over the body as it lay
on the cot.
No Demonstrations.

There were no untoward demon-
strations outside Brixton prison after
the news. of the death of MacSwiney
became generally known. A large
*force of police had been concentrated
“ to put down any disorder that might
eccur. It was said at the prison
that the reason for withholding per-
mission to John MacSwiney to in-
form other relatives that the mayor
wasg lying was that. it was in the pri-
soner's interests,

A sergeant and two constables were
shot dead and three constables wound-
ed this morning when 100 armed men
ambushed a police patrol between
Grange and Apemlish, County Sligo.
There were nine men in the ambushed
patrol,

Exciting scenes occurred here to-
day in consequence of numerous mili-
tary ralds thruout the city., Armed
soldiers occupied Mansion House and
a search followed.

Hotels and private houses were
yaided and shots were fired. One sol-
dier is reported to have been wounded.

The large wet majority in Springfield
is accounted for by the big liguor vote
in St. Boniface, where 13 polls went
wet by a majority of 1164, the drys

~...onists tonight is that, at last, they
have accomplished a “bone-dry” west,
so far as the prairies are concerngg.
In mostly adi of the cases it would ap-
pear that the full strength of .the
‘electorate would not turn out to vote,
and thus only about half of the
voters exercised the franchise today
at the polls.

Approximately 50 per cent. of the
whole electorate have voted ‘‘yves” on

GREECE LOSES KING
THRU MONKEY BITE
ALEXANDERISDEAD

Monarch Succumbs After a
Long Fight for Life—Case
Had Been Hopeless for
Some Time—Question of
Succession to Throne Now
Arises—Brother Paul Like-

ly Successor.

Athens, Oct. 25.—King Alexander of
Greece died this evening at 5.20. His
death was due to wounds which he
had received in an attack on him by
a- pet monkey early in October, the
king being badly mutilated.

Thruout last night the heart action

| grew weaker. his general debility be-

came more pronounced and pulmonary
symptoms were intense. Breathing at
times was most difficult and alarming,
and it was announced today the king's
condition was hopeless.

The death of King Alexander gives
rise to the questinn of succession to
the Greek throne.

Premier Venizelos on Sunday last,
expressed himself as confident that
Prince Paul, Constantine’s third \son,
would not be prevented from taking
the throne by his father, as the latter
would learn from the coming elections
that there was no prospect for his-re-
turn.

Both Prince Arthur of Connaught
and Prince Charles of Belgium have '
been mentioned as possible candidates
for the Greek Throne. Premier Ven-
izelos has said that foreign candi-
dates were not being concerned. It
is probable that the old chamber will
be reconvened owing to the = king's
death to consider what steps are to
be taken before the new _chamber
meets.

Sketch of His Career.

Alexander succeeded to the throne of
Greece in June, 1917, when his father,
King <Constantine, abdicated in re-
sponse to the demand of ‘France, Great
Britain and Russia, the three powers
which had guaranteed the constitu~
tional liberties of the Greek people,
_Alexander was the second son of Cone~
stantine, and at the time of his ace
