The ,British team of Rugby footballers
beat New South Wales at Sydney on Aug.
81 by five points to nil; after a poor game,
bringing the tour of ‘the team to an end.
Nineteen matches have been played, exclu-
sive 'of the picnic against the Maoris, of
which 16 have been won, two lost and one
drawn. In all, the Britishers have scorad
287 points, as against 94 by their opponents.

The comparatively poor form shown by
the visitors in recent matches is due to
stalencss.

The New South Wales Union have carried
a resolution in whiclh they state that they
ylew with disapprobation the action of D.
R. Bedell Sivright, the English captaiu, in
withdrawing his team from tbe field during
the progress of the match at Newcastle on
July 6.
