Financier Plans $50,000,000
Company to Contro! Buriey
Tobacco Raised in Kentucky
—Deal Not Completed

Lexington. Ky, Jan. 11—A formation of
a2 mammoth tobacco concern which would
not only control the Burley tobacco rais- |
ed in Kentucky but the manufacture and
sale of the product was the object of
Thomas W. Lawson’s visit to Lexington,
it was announced today.

Mr. Lawson met the executive commit-
tee of the Burley Tobacco Society in a
long conference. After dinmer Mr. Law-
son returned fo the 'society headquarters
where members of the executive commit-
tee were with him until late in the night.

Mr. Lawson, after the night meeting
gave out a statement in which he said
that it was useless to attempt to dell this
geason's crop to the so-called tobacco
trust and that the best and fairest way
out of the difficulty was the organizaticn
‘of an cntirgly new tobaeco compapy com-
posed of the Burley tobacco -growers “a
people’s trust,” wiﬂfn a capital, at the
start, of $50,000,000.

The organizalion he proposes is to be
in the hands of a board of governors con-
sisting of twenty-one of the .leading men
of Kentucky. No action was taken last
night on his proposition by the Bur]ey
cfficers.

Gale, charged with assaulting’' Thomas Rob-
inson, chief engineer on the steamer Meli
ville, while the steamer was on the voy-
age between Cape Town and St. John,
pleaded not guilty and was remanded!

Mr. Robinson gaiga that on :December
17 he gave the man an order, which he
refused to obey, and he reported the
man to the master. The engineer said he
had told Gale that if he would not obey
orders it was likely that his pay would be
stopped. In the firehouse, a little late,
the prisoner struck- him (twic¢e or ' more
with ‘his fist.

The defendant said that ‘at the time of
the assault he was feeling very sick, but
went about his work with as much grace
as posgible. The engineer told him to at-
tend to the fires and not leave the stoke-
hole. In spite of his efforts, however, the
steam became low, and on seeing this the
engineer spoke to him in a brutal man-
ner, accusing him- of neglecting his duty.
The witness said that as he was not feel-
ing well, and had been trying to do 'his
work as well as possible, he became angry
at the engineer's remarks and shoved him
to one side in the stoke-hole. The cap-
tain told him later that he would be prose-
cuted when the steamer arrived at St.
John.

The captain said that when the incident
occurred he made an entry in the ship’s
log, to the effect that he had reprlmanded
eGorge Gale for striking the chief engin-
eer and for refusing duty. He said the
prisoner had signed for the voyage 1in
Montreal, but had proven very unsatisfac-
tory.

The prisoner said he was an English-
man, and had been in this country since
September, 1907. He had $46 coming to
bhim and if paid would leave town and go
to Sherbrooke, where he had a Dbrother
with whom he could work.
