Paul D. Cravath Confident of Ger-

many's Doom

Sudden Peace a Myth—Attorney Found
England and France Determined To
Continue Until Prussianism is Crushed

(New York Times.)

Paul D, Cravath, a corporation law-
yer, returned last night on the Ameri-
can liner Kroonland after a two months’
trip to France, where he visited the

Somme and Verdun fronts. He said
the official figures regarding the aerial
fighting gave the Germans as losing 120
machines and the, Allies sixty during
the month of August. It was evident,
he said, that the Allies were preparing
for at least another year of war, if not
longer.

The question of how long Germany

government realizes that it is going to
lose, he said. When asked by a Times
reporter for his opinion of the condi-
tions in the war zone from his own ob-
servations, Mr. Cravath said:

“My observations, superficial as they
necessarily were, have completely revo-
lutionized my conceptions of the magni-
tude of the achievements of the French
and English nations in this war and of
the issues at stake, not only for them,
but for us in America. I return home
with all doubt removed as to the ulti-
mate certaindy in this regard, and I am
told that the same opinion has become
general in neutral countries in Europe,
even in those having pro-Teutonic sym-
pathies.

“It now seems to me as certain as
human affairs can be that the German
armies that lost the battle of the Marne
two years ago to greatly inferior forces,
when every advantage was in their fav-
or, cannot now win when superior and
highly organized forces are facing them
on every front.

“The question which is on every lip is,
How long will the war last? The men
who are in best position to say do not
hazard an opinion except to its mini-
mum duraticn. I am convinced that one
element is wholly eliminated, and that is

In both England and France—
and I am told that the same is true of
Russia—confidence in ultimate victory
is accompanied by a grim determination
to continue the war, whatever may be
the sacrifice of life and treasure, until
the Allies can impose upon the Central
Powers a conclusive peace. One finds
this determination alike in official cir-
cles, in the armies, and among the rank
and file of the people at home. The

have already committed themselves to a
definition of the term ‘conclusive peace,
which involves not only the liberdtion
and indemnity of Belgium and Serbia
and the restoration of Alsace and Lor-
raine to France, but also the assurance
of an enduring peace by the destruction
of Prussian militarism.

Another Year at Least,

“Manifestly, if the conclusions I have
just stated are sound, the duration of
the war will be measured by Germany’s
ability and willingness to - resist the
economic and military pressure to
which she will be subjected with ever-
increasing force. Few with whom I
talked expect Germany to come to the
Allies ’terms within a year, - and the
; governments of England and France
‘make no concealment of the fact that
{they are making their preparations on
the assumption that the war may last
even longer.

“We, in America, have no adequate
j conception of the magnitude of Eng-
Iland’s achievements in the war. The
appeal of France has been so simple
zqu direct that one’s sympathy and ad-
miration could not go astray, but we
have heard so much of England’s mis-
takes and short-comings that we have
lost sight of the real greatness of her
achievements. By common consent
among the Allies the creation of Eng-
land’s volunteer army, with the mob-
ilization of the industries of the nation
for the support of that army, is the
most marvelous achievement of the war
—always excepting the victory of the
Allies in the battle of the Marne, which
still remains the miracle of the war. We
are apt to' forget that before conscrip-
tion came almost 90 per cent of the
available men of England, Wales, Scot-
land and Ulster had already volunteered.
England has assembled, trained, equip-
ped and officered a volunteer army of
about 4,000,000 men. No cne who has
not seen for himself can form any con-
ceptitin of the gigantic proportions of
this task. England has done in two
years by the voluntary action of her
people what it has taken Germany and
France two generations to accomplish
with the most drastic measures of con-
scription and organization. England has
been turned into a veritable armed
camp. Soldiers are everywhere. To
equip and munition this army there are
over 4,000 factories operated by the gov-
ernment or under its control, many of
them built since the beginning of the
war. At least 2,000,000 people are en-
gaged in the manufacture of munitions,
and in other activities directly connect-
ed with the war. Since the outbreak of
the war the production of munitions in
England has been multiplied at least
fifty-fold.

England’s Gigantic Task,

“In two years England his spent over
$9,000,000,000 on her own preparations,
and loaned about $1,000,000,000 more
to her allies and colonies, After allowing
for all the blunders and delays, this
gigantic mobilization of the energies of
the nation has been accomplished with
a promptness and a universality of sac-
rifice and service for which history af-
fords no parallel. The women of Eng-
land have been wonderful. Hundreds of
thousands of them of all ranks are do-
ing work which in normal times is done
by men.

“What is the feeling regarding the
United States and lher attitude toward
the belligerents? That is a hard ques-
tion to answer in a few words, because
the feeling differs widely in different
circles. In France the feeling is much
more cordial than in England. 'That is
doubtless partly due to the traditional
friendship between the two great repub-
lics, but it is chiefly due, I should say,
to the appreciation of the Fremch pecople
of the unofficial assistance which the
people of America have been rendering
to France.

Masses in England Despise U, S,

“In England the feeling is less cordial.
In official circles and among well-in-
formed people, particularly in London,
the difficulties of our position are fairly
well understood, and it is realized that
the anti-British German and Irish ele-
ments in America are ‘isolated and do
not materially influence surrounding

attitude in this world’s’ war—the atti-
tude taken by our president in so many
of his deliverances. The English earn-
estly believe that, at great sacrifice, tl'wy
are fighting the battle of civilization
against its greatest menace—Prussian
militarism—and that every civilized na-
tion is deeply concerned in the outcome.
They therefore feel that they are en-
titled at least to our sympathy and go.ud
will. They naturally resent and despise
the official advice of our president to
the American people to be neutral in
spirit and feeling as well as in action,
and his official declaration that we have
no concern in the purposes and aims of
the Allies in this war.

“I, for one, have never realized, as I
do now, how deeply concerned we are
in the victory of the Allies, and what
terrible risks for the future our gov-
ernment is running in imperilling our
friendship with France and England, to
say nothing of the deadening effect upon
the spiritual life of the nation which
aloofness from the struggle which is
convulsing’ the rest of the civilized world
would entail.”

FRENCH BAN ON MUSIC BY

New Conductor of Metropolitan
Opera Will Conduct for Works
of Dead Only

New York, Oct. 2—Ony the steamer
Rochambeau, which arrived from Bor-
deaux, came Cleonfonte Campani, con-
ductor of the Chicago Grand Opera
Company; Rita Fornia, of the Metro-
politan Opera Company, and Pierre
Monteaux, a French conductor, who was
permitted to leave the front to eonduct
the music for the Russian ballet at the
Metropolitan.

M. Monteaux said Wagner’s music

weuld be permitted in Paris after the
war. He hinted that the military suc-
cess of the French would be so great
that the government and people would
not mind such a concession to the Ger-
man composer.
