JOHN N. B, TUESDAY,

Germans First Tried To |
Avoid Fight With The
Admiral Sturdee Ships

British Victory

Turned and Accepted Inevitable When They Found
_“They Had Made Mistake and Had Been Lured
Into a Trap—First Detailed Account of Great

The Times herewith prints the first
full account of the great naval battle;
won by Vice-Admiral Sturdee off the
Falkland Islands. It is from the London
Daily Mail as follows:—

The correspondent of La Prensa, of
Buenos Aires, says that the commander
of the British steamer Orissa, on his ar-
rival at Punta Arenas, declared in re-
gard to the fight off the Fallkdand Is-
lands that the British fleet which ar-
rived on December 7 was composed of
the

Invincible
Inflexible,
Canopus
Kent,

The Canopus was guarding the ent-
rance to Port Stanley while the other
ships coaled when the smoke of the ap-
proaching German warships was noticed.
Their intention was to capture the is-

Cornwall.
Carnarvon.
Bristol,
Glasgow.

At first the Germans only sighted a
part of the British fleet and thus were
induced to fight. The Canopus opened
fire whil® the other vessels which Were
coaling in different parts of the islands
were advised and hurried to her assist-
ance. The Germans, realizing the British
superiority too late to escape, Admiral
von Spee ordered tae Scharnhorst, Gnies-
nau and Leipzig to fight and the Nurn-
berg and Dresden to retire out of reach
of the British fire. The fight took place
in fine weather.

It is said that the Glasgow herself
sank the Leipzig and Nurnberg, which
were overtaken and sunk.

Those ‘saved included 94 German of-
ficers and men in addition to a hundred
of the crew of the German transports
wiaich were sunk.

The Glasgow and the Bristol are pur-
suing the Dresden in the Pacific Ocean.

Admiral Sturdee’s Narative

According to telegrams from Monte-
video, Vice-Admiral Sturdee furnished
the following particulars of the naval
battle:— ;

“Qur squadron was divided in a cer-
tain way for the engagement and the
pursuit of the enemy immediately be-
gan, for after the enemy had approach-
ed close enough to find out just what
ships there were against  them taey
made off. =

“We steamed after them for six hours
before we came within range. When the
Germans saw they could not escape they
turned and dccepted the inevitable. The
Scharnhorst, the flagship of the enemy
fleet, was sunk at one o’clock. The last
German vessel to be accounted for was
sent to tae bottom at six o'clock, after
five hours’ fighting, this being when the
Glasgow sank the Leipzig.

“The Nurnberg and Dresden got away
during the fight,” but the Nurnberg was
followed by the Kefit and finally sunk.
The fleet had been &t the Falkland Is-
lands only twentg-four. hours when
Providence gave the-opportunity and as-
sisted in the destruction of tae German

“We had been coaling during eur short
stay in port and the men were grimy
from their labor. When the Germans
were sighted the signal to get up steam
was given. While we were getting up
steam the men had breakfast. So the
British entered the battle fresa and clean
for the fight.

“We were unable to capture tae Ger-
man ships, and as they refused to sur-
render they were sunk with hundreds of
souls. The Germans fought gallantly.
They went down with their colors flying
and their men lined up on the decks.”
A Terrible Tra

The Montevitfeo correspondent of the
New York World says:—

Finding ‘apparently only a British
squadron of five cruisers; none of them
equal to the German armored cruisers in
fighting value, and one old battlesaip,
the Canopus, on guard, the Germans
promptly cleared for action, and closing
in, opened fire, the British cruisers re-
plying.

The action was already furious and
apparently evenly contested when out
through the narrow harbor entrance
came tearing the long grey forms of the
two great battle-cruisers, each with her
eight 12-inch guns swung out for ac-
tion.

Admiral von Spee realised his terrible
mistake and the trap into which he had
been lured, and he made signal for his
squadron. to scatter. It was too late,
however, the Germans having in their
eagerness to finish the supposedly feeble
British squadron drawn far within the
British range. The Scharnhorst and the
Gneisenau at once became targets for the
British battle-cruisers’ salvoes, the ligat
‘German ships being left for the smaller
British cruisers. The Invincible being in
the lead received the brunt of the Ger-
man fire.

Both German armored ecruisers, al-
though seeing at once their hopeless po-
sition, fought desperately, and being
within range for their 8 in. guns had at
least tae satisfaction of getting home
several broadsides on the Invinceable’s
side, which however, ratled vainly
against her heavy armor.

The Scharnhorst was the gold-medal
ship for target practice of the Kaiser's
fleet last year, and her shooting in this
her last fight justified her reputation.
Tae German shells, exploded all about
the Invinicble’s decks for a few mo-
ments, and - one 8 in. shell wrecked the
cruiser’s wardroom., but as the crew
were all under cover at their battle sta-
tions no one was hurt.

Battered To Pieces

Meanwhile one 12-inch salvo after an-
other was methodically battering the
German ships to pieces, raking them
from stem to stern, tearing away their
light armor, and opening up gaping holes
in their sides. It was not long before
flames were licking about the upper
works, first of the Scharnhorst, then of
the Gneisenau, and one after another
their guns became silent as their crews
were killed at their stations.

But there was no surrender. With the
last of their guns still blazing defiance,
first one and then the other of the two
gallant cruisers heeled slowly over and
went down. Admiral von Spee’s flag
at the maintruck of the Scharnhorst was
tae last seen of that eruiser.
fMeanwhile the Glasgow, which was

as that between the larger ships and it
was in the Glasgow that most of the
British casualties of 9 killed and 4
wounded took place.

The 6 inch guns of the Glasgow, how-
ever, counted for more than the 4 inch
guns of the Leipzig, and at the end of a
two-hours’ action the German ship, on
fire #nd sinking, hauled down her colors
and hoisted the white flag. The Glasgow
promptly ceased firing and, running
down close to the sinking German ship,
lowered her boats to save the remaining
of her crew. But as the first of the Brit-
ish boats started across the water on
their errand of mercy a'gun blazed forth
from the Leipzig’s side and a shell ex-
ploded on the Glasgow’s decks. The
Glasgow’s guns were manned once more
in s minute, and another broadside was
poured into the gsinking German cruiser,
hastening her plunge to destruction.
An Accidental Shot

The British officers expressed regret
at this, the outcome of the heat of bat-
tle, as they are inclined to believe that
the shot fired from the Leipzig was an
accidental shot.

The other British cruisers succeeded
a little later in coming up with the
Nurnberg. Her captain refused to sur-
render and, completely outnumbgred, she
was speedily sent to the bottom.’ Her re-

| struction, however, was the salvation of

the Dresden /and the Prinz Eitel Frits,
as the Britisa cruisers stopped their pur-
suit long enough to pick up survivors
from the Nurnberg, and this brief re-
spite enabled the Dresden to get away.

Both of Admiral von Spee’s sons-lost
thejr lives, one of them ' being in the
Scharnhorst and the other in the Gneise-
nau. Altogether about 150 Germans,
many of them badly wounded, were sav-
ed by the victors from tae four ships.
Among them is the captain of the Gne-
jsenau. All of them, says the New York
World’s correspondent, have been treat-
ed royally by the British, who express
the highest admiration for the seaman-
ship, courage and fighting qualities of
their enemies. 3

All tae prisoners have been sent to
England.

“] Can Do This Alone”

During the battle the Glasgow attack-
ed the Leipzig. The Kent came'up, but
the Glasgow signalled, “Stand off, I
can manage this by myself.” After the
Leipzig struck her flag and sank one
lieutenant and twenty-one men were
saved.
