Operations In Carpathians Now in 
Nature of Siege, While Fighting 
Has Been Resumed in Northern 
and Western Poland

London, April 16—Â despatch from Copenhagen states that a large Ger­
man cruiser and torpedo boat flotilla, are reported moving northward between 
the island of Bornholm and the Swedish coast. Bornholm is a large Danish Is­
land in the Baltic Sea.

The London Times naval expert writes:
The reports of movements, in the German high sea fleet, of cruiser squadrons 

in the North Sea, and destroyers off the coast of Holland, should not be passed 
over lightly. There are circumstances which lend support to the idea of in­
creased activity by thou forces. It would be strange if appointment of the 
new chief, Admiral Von Pehl, is not followed by signs of renewed briskness 
and energy,

“In this month the fleet receives considerable additions to its strength. It 
is probable the cruisers Derflinger, Seydlit* and Von Der Tann are now restored 
to the fleet, indeed, it is said they have been to sea again The vessels which 
were in various stages of completion, at the beginning of the war should now be 
finished and passed into commission. These units form an appreciable accession 
of strength. .

“The movements of the German navy are, never purposeless. They must 
not be regarded with complacency, but considered in connection with the general 
situation on land. The dreadnought strength of the force under Admiral Von 
Pohl is almost certainly seventeen battleships, and probably some battle cruis­
ers. Ten light cruisers have gone, tut it has been possible to complete ten 
new vessels and Admiral Von Pohl will have a force under his command, 
stronger than his predecessor commanded.”

Paris, April 16—Renewing their offensive in order to open the way for an 
attack against the German' position at Lille, French and British troops are at­
tacking the German lines between Arras and LaBassee in an effort to gain con­
trol of the Arras-Lille railway line. Extensive mining operations are varied 
with severe artillery duels and 'fierce infantry attacks.

Near Notre Dame de Lorette and Ablain, St. Nazaire, north of Arras, the 
French have been successful in capturing some of the German trenches, and de­
stroying others with artillery and mines. Fighting continues In the Woevre 
district, where also there Is much aerial activity. German air scouts trying to 
spy out the French troop movements were shelled and one was brought to earth, 

FIGHTING AGAIN 
ON POLISH SOIL

London, April 16—Precautions taken 
here today indicated that the authorities 
fear a great Zeppelin raid upon London 
tonight
out that any notice to extinguish lights 
must be immediately obeyed under pen­
alty of arrest.

To assist the police and to prevent 
panic, if an attack is made, a special 
force of 1,000 constables organized since 
the war began, was to report at Scot­
land Yard this afternoon.
