FOR NEGRO

Johnson Practically Knocks Out
Oid Champion '

~ ONE-SIDED ALL THE WAY

Colored Man Has Not a Scratch
Save Cut in Lip—Jeffries Down
Three Times in 15th Round,

" Seconds Throw up the Sponge

_Reno, Nev., July 4—John Arthur John-
son, a ‘lexas negro, the son of an Ameri-
can slave, is tonight the first and undis-
puted heavyweight champion of the
world.

James J. Jeffries, of California, winner
of 22 championship fights, the man who
never was brought to his knees before by
a blow, passed tonight into history as a
broken idol. He met utter defeat at the
hands of the black champion.

While Jeffries was not actually counted
out, he was saved from this crowning
shame only by his friends pleading with
Johnson pot to hit the fallen man again,
and the towel was brought into the ring
from his corner. At the end of the 15th
round Referce Tex Rickard raised the
negro’s arm and the great crowd filed
out glum and silent.

Jefiries was dragged to his corner,
bleeding from his nose and mouth and a
dozen cuts on his face. He had a black,
closed eye, and swollen features and he
held his head in his hands dazed and in-
coherent.

Johnson walked out of the ring without
a mark on his body except a slight cut oun
his lip, which was the opening of a
wound received in training.

Ring exberts agree that it was not even
a championship fight. Jeffries had a chance
in the second round, perhaps, but .after
the sixth it was plain that he was weak-
ening and was out-classed at every point,
and after the 11th round it was hopeless.

After the third round, Johnson, treated
his opponent almost as a joke. He smiled
and blocked playfully, warding off the
bear-like rushes of Jeffries with marvel-
lous skill. i

With the exception of a few rounds the
fight was tame. Jeffries did not have the
power to hurt Johnson after he had re
ceived blow after blow on the jaw and
his strength was ebbing. But even before
this stage, Jeffries could not reach the
black. The blows nearly always landed,
minus nearly all their speed. It was like
hitting a punching bag.
clinch after Jeffries had failed to land on
the body. Johnson cut loose and before
the spectators were prepared for the fin-
jsh he had sent Jefiries down with light-
ning like left and right blows on the jaw.
Jeffries slipped and fell haliway through
the ropes on- the west side of the ring.
Those under him saw that he had lost his
sense of surroundings and.that the faces
at the ringside were a blank to-him. His
time had come. He was feeling what he
had caused others to feel in the days of
his youth and power.

Johnson came over to the spot and
stood poised over his adversary ready for
a left hook if Jeffries regained his feet.

Jim Corbett, who stood in Jeffries’ cor-
ner all during the fight, telling Johnson
what a fool he was and how he was in
for the beating of his life, now ran for-
ward with outstretched arms crying, “Ob;,
don’t, Jack; don’t hit him.”

Jeffries painfully raised himself to his
feet. His jaw had dropped. His eyes
were nearly shut and his face was covered
with blood. With trembling legs and
shielding arms he tried to defend himself
but he could not stop a terrific- right
emash on the jaw, followed by two left
hooks. He went down again. Jefiries’
physician and other friends jumped into
the ring.

* “Stop it,” they cried.

Sam Berger, Jeffries’ manager, ran along
the ring, cdlling to Bob Armstrong:

“Bring that towel—you know what I
mean—don’t let him gec hit.”

From Johnson’s corner his.seconds were
calling to him to quit. Then the referee
stopped the timekeeper and it was all
over.

In an instant after the crowd realized
that the fight was over, the ring was
stampeded by a wild throng. The short
end betting men were hilarious, but in
the great mass of the spectators, there was
a feeling of personal loss. Hope had lived
in thousands of breasts until the last min-
ute and now their idol had crumbled and
this black man stood peerless. They could
not help but admire him, however, and
little animosity was shown toward him.
For the most part, the people were silent,
just readjusting things mentally. - Hun-
dreds ' had to swallow the bitter pill of
heavy financial loss.

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" DOGS AS POLICEMEN

Crime in Paris, Berfin and Brus-
sels Has Decreased 35 Per '
Cent. by Use of Police Dogs

It is now many years since Continental
nations realized the advantages to be
gained by employing dogs im ordinary po-
lice work. As the subject in all its dif-
ferent branches is one of which I have:
made a life-long study, I may be allowed, .
perhaps, to speak with some degree of

is
what
180,

' authority on the valuable work which

these sagacious animals are doing through-
out, practically, the whole of Europe.

Some eighteen months ago I went abroad
and made a careful study of the systems.
at the training establishments in Germany,
France and Belgium, and I came away
convinced that the effect of dogs with the
police is to decrease crime enormusly.

In Paris, Berlin and Brussells, as well as
six other towns on the continent, the au-
thorities testify to the fact that crime.
has decreased by no less than thirty-five -
per cent, since the introduction of police
dogs. So pleased are the mupicipal au-
thorities of Berlin that only a few weeks'
ago they voted the sum of 27,000 marks
( £1,350) for the increase of the training
establishments in that city,
Burglaries Cease

In Brunswick, during the month of Jans
uary, 1903, there were thirteen burglaries,
in February twelve, in March and April
seven. Nine months later, through the
introduction of police dogs, there were no
burglaries, ‘and the animals were moved *
out towards the suburbs,: where fruit is
largely grown, the trees and shrubs af-
fording welcome “‘cover” for the undesir-
ables, and this had the effect of lowering
a number of thefts itnm te oharpsudluu
a number of thefts in the most:surprising
Jnanner. The vreport of the inspector
states that not only have the number of
crimes against property diminished, but
also that charges of assault on the police
have practically disappeared.

A word or two about the dogs them-
selves. The character possessed by the
different breeds is clearly defined by Na-
ture herself, but to embody the necessary
traits in one animal was at first no easy
matter. Very large and very small doga
were put on the running at once. St.
Bernards and Newfoundlands have too
much weight of their own to carry to be:
sufficiently active. 1

¥or saving life in the water the New-
foundland, of course, is splendid, but this
qualification is hardly the business of the
ordinary police dog. Great Danes are im
some way an exception to the rule, as
they are both powerful and active, while
&mall dogs are without sufficient size and
speed.

Setters, pointers and greyhounds are too
much inclined to go after game; bulldogs
are useless, g0 we must come down to
the sheep dog and Airedale. The latter
used much in France, Germany and A
tria, while the former cannot be ignofid,
as he possesses very sharp senses, and will
not attack ' without reason. With' little
training a sheep dog can tra.*:.freeh
line of scent; he possesses wonderful
hearing, and it is quite a mistake to say
he is devoid of ‘nose.’

The best police dogs, however, are a
mixture of sheep dog, Airedale and re-
triever, and well-trained animals of this
kind can be obtained for from three to five

fore giving it up. -
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
