Calendar Experts Plan Year

With Thirteen

Equal Months

GENEVA, Juné 80.—The calendar
reform experts of the League of Na-
tions, according to current reports, are
moving slowly but surely to the con-
viction that the year should be divided
into 13 months of equal length instead
of the present system of 12 months.

By this system each month would
have 28 days, and the day needed to
complete the 865 would be added to
the end of December, as a 29th day,
becoming the eighth day of the last
week of the year. The new 13th months

would be inserted between June and
July, and presumably would be called a
solar mid-year month. When Jeap year
arrives, the scheme provides for the
insertion of an extra day at the end
of June to be known as an inter-
national holiday. {
The committee has reached a tenta-
tive agreement that Easter should be
fixed on the second Sunday in April.
The program of the committee is to
submit the advantages and disadvan-

tages of all plans placed before it to
all interested bodies.
