Co-operation Needed.

In his statement to the employes, Mr.
Melanson says: .
1 have gotten to a point where my
regources to give you proper employ-
meént are at and end. I have made
effort to get more business, but can
get no further without your co-opera-
tion. I'still hold a great deal of faith
in, my help and believe that if you
were not interfered with you would
willingly choose me for your leader,
~and you would do that with a feeling
of confidence that:I could restore to
you steady employment that T care
to give.” -
r. Melanson also points out that
nn, like all other manufacturing
¢s, is an expensive place in which
to live because of the constant increase
in rents and he sees no immediate pros-
pect of a reduction. While boosts in
rents and other living costs are mount-
ing, Mr. Melanson says he has found
that although he is giving his employes
practically fifty weeks’- work a year,
they are unable to save anything.

“Buckeye” Shop Results.

“Phrough outside interference, what
was a good institution has now been
brought down to what might be called

. a ‘buckeye shop,’” he added, “where
men,who should receive good earnings
are getting a very lean income.

“If you can bring yourself to a point
of confidence in my ability to procure
for you more work and better earnings,
I would suggest that we enter into an
agreement whereby a committee of five,
sppointed within the shops’ crew, be
given full power to arrange to readjust
prices and conditions, to be submitted
to a vote of the shops’ crew. Only
those who have been in my employ for
a period of six months or more shall be
eligible and it is agreed that all will
submit to the will of the majority.”
