Ottawa, July 7—The resignation of
Sir Robert Borden as prime minister
will take effect on Saturday. He will
be succeeded by Hon. Arthur Meighen,
minister of the interior, who has under-
taken the formation of a new adminis-
tration. (Official announcement to this
effett was issued from Government
House at 11 o’¢lock tomight. The an-
nouncement reads:

“The formal resignation of Sir Rob-
ert Borden will be tendered to His Ex-
cellency the Governor General on Satur-
day next the tenth instant, and will be
accepted by his excellency with great;
regret. His excellency has entrusted to
Hon. Arthur Meighen, minister of the
interior,, the formation of a new admin-
istration and Mr. Meighen has under-
taken that duty.”
