As to the immediate prevention of crime, 
Judge Holt would deal with the weapons
by which most of the crimes are commit­
ted. He says:—

“The repeating pistol is the greatest 
nuisance in modern life. Every criminal, 
every madman, every crank, every bad 
boy cames one. Nineteen-twentieths of all 
the crimes of violence that arè committed 
are effected by its use. All firearms are 
weapons whose use involves such terrible 
injury that no one should be permitted to 
use them except strictly in self-defence.
. . . Every person engaging in the busi­
ness of selling revolvers shopld be licensed, 
.and every person who wishes to obftih a 
révolve^ should be required to’firSt dbtaln' 
a license. It Should be a serious offence 
for a deâler in firearms to sell a revolver 
to a person who has not a license author­
izing him to have it.”

These restrictions should also apply to 
similar weapons, such as brass knuckles, 
stilettos, high explosives, etc. No 
ever makes a bomb for any legitimate pur­
pose, and the mere possession of such a 
thing should be prima facie evidence of 
guilt. It is a very favorable sign when a 
judge will advocate such reforms, for It 
means that the ideas of ordinary 
sense hâve now penetrated all strata of so­
ciety.

Causes Tor Divorce 111

vorce laws of thirteen leading countries 
J. A. Barratt remai-ked that in all of 
them but three no distinction was made 
between husband and wife as to ground for 
divorce. The exceptions were England, Bel­
gium and Egypt. To enumerate all legal 
causes of divorce in different parts of the 
world x*ould be almost impossible, for new 
causes are being accepted almost daily by 
American courts. Such, reasons as a hus­
band snoring or a wife insisting upon keep­
ing a pet dog, have. been, sufficient to in­
duce American judges to sever the mar­
riage tie.

Figures just made public show that 750 

tons of, .white paper are used daUy in New 
York éitÿ alone. *This means that some 
3,500 acres of forest are cut down, each, 
day to print the newspapers, magazines 
and periodicals that are sent broadcast 
from that centre. This, however, .is but 
a email percentage of the. total consump­
tion iif the United States. With one 
city amonfc* a nation of 90,000,000 or more 
requiring the stripping of 3,500 acres, how 
long can we expect the American supply 
of timber last? This question has been 
answered in a measure by the Hon. Clif- 
ford Sifton, chairman of the committee 
dealing with the conservation of our na­
tural resources. He has estimated that at 
the present rate of increase in the con­
sumption of white paper in the United 
States that their forests will be exhaust­
ed in little more than another decade. 
Once theft timber "is exhausted there is 
no place for them to turn but to Canada, 
and Mr. Sifton estimates that if they are 
allowed to treat Canada’s forests as they 
have treated their own, that in seven 
yeafs thereafter the Canadian forests will 
be cut off. This is, perhaps, the most im­
portant question confronting our govern- 
ment today. History proves that with the 
cutting down of the forests the fertility 
of the soil disappears, the rivers become 
dried up and good farming land becomes 
arid desert. In brief, the whole of the 
agricultural resources of the country, our. 
water powers and our navigation depend 
for their stability and permanency on ths 
maintenance of our iorests.

punished crimes.
