order to meet the exigcncy. In accordance with this resolve, Pro-
fessor Pryor was requested to undertake an agency to England, the
Rev. Ingram Bill to the United S.ates, and the Rey. Anthony Dim-
ock in Nova Scotia, New Brmlswick, P E. Island, &ec.
