popularity of the Grand Trunk Railway,
among the Canadian people and itis
not unlikely that the superiors of Mr.
Reeve will repudiate his sentiments.
Mr. Reeves indeed seems to be very im-
perfectly informed in regard to the his-
tory of his own company, for he states
that the Grand Trunk Railway was built
by private capital with the exception of
a single loan or $6,000,000 from the gov-
ernment. As a matter of fact, while the
line was largely built with British capital
it received a great deal of public aid.
The government of the old
province of Canada loaned it no less &
sum than $15,142,673, not one cent of
which has ever been paid back either to
the province of Canada or to the Domin-
jon. There is hardly one of the numer-
ous roads that have been absorbed by
the Grand Trunk which has not received
government or municipal aid. The
total assistance received by these lines
from such sources has mnot been less
than $9,000,000 so that eneugh money
has been given by the government and
municipalities of Canads, if judiciously
expended to build and equip 1000 miles
of that road. Under these circumstan-
ces the hostile attitude of some of the
officials of the Grand Trunk towards
the government of Canada is not easy to
sccount for. The government and
people of Canada have always been most
friendly to the Grand Trunk and have
proved their friendship in a very sub-
stantial fashion.

AMERICAN MONEY-IN OUR ELECTIONS.

Some of these days we hope to be able
tolay before the readers of the GazxTrE 2
detailed account of the money that came
to this Province from the United States
for the use of the Liberal party in the re-
cent elections. In the meantime our
readers may be assured that the Yankee
corruption fand which was collected in
the cities of the United States was a large
one and that not less than $60,000 of it
came to this province. In the
county of York about $12,000 was placed,
and so unblushingly was this done that
the voters of that corrupt county,who were
purchased to vote the Liberal ticket, re-
ceived the pay of their infamy in United
States bills. A good deal of American mon-
ey ‘was sent to Charlotte, and it was also
used in Queens, Kings, Sunbury and
Carleton.

able persons to act as aldermen depends
to a large extent the prosperity of the
city.

Prior to 1882 we had an assessment
law which bore so hard on the wage
earner that many mechanics and arti-
zans went to other places rather than
pay the excessive rates of taxation.
The law of 1882 was a decided step in
advance of its predecessors, but the time
is now at hand when a further reduction
of the taxes of the working man is an
absolute necessity. To hold this very
desirable class of people the city must
be made as cheap to live in as possible.
A wise administration of the city
finances and a proper levying of the as-
sessment even nnder the present law
will effect this purpose.

There is no doubt in the minds of all
intelligent persons who know the facts
that the present valuation ofreal estate
in the East, West, and North divisions
of the city is absurd. The plain fact is
that in nine cases out of ten the

s

bushels of wheat, and 169,869 barrels of
flour. During the same year Canada
exported 422,274 bushels of wheat and
115,162 barrels of flour. Reducing the
flour to its equivalent in wheat the num-
ber of bushels imported amounted to
953,344 and the number of bushels ex-
ported to 939,488, so that the imports just
about balanced the exporta. The value
of the imports of wheat and flour was
$763,081 and of the exports $910,244. In
the year 1889 which supplied the crop
exported during the fiscal year 1889-90,
the wheat crop of Canada was a poor one,
the North West crop not being up to
the mark. Moreover ~the land
which was formerly devoted to
wheat growing in  Ontario is
now used for dairy farming and the
Dominion depends on the North West
almost exclusively for its wheat. We
fail to see why Liberal papers should
rejoice over & failure of the wheat. crop
in the west, but it seems to be the
Liberal idea to run down this country.

valuation is too low and .if a man com-
plies with the law and renders under
oath a true statement of the value of his
real estate he is mulcted in a much
larger amount for taxes than the man
who allows the assessors to value his
property. This should not be so. Real
property should berated as nearly its
true value as can be. By increasing
the valuation of this class of property to
somewhere near its actual cost—cost
being the basis of taxation—the percen-
tage would be reduced from $1.31 per
hundred dollars to less than $1 per hun-
dred dollars. This would cut down the
taxation of individuals depending on in-
come alone and would place it on a class
of property out of which the city can al-
ways realize.

Four-fifths of the loss in collecting the
assessment is due to the assessing
of persons who have no settled places
of abode and who cannot be
found by the collectars when they
go their rounds. Of course this loss has
to be made up in some way, and it is
the people who can be found who have
to pay. So every year a very consider-
able number of persons escape taxation
altogether. By releasing from all rates,
except school and poll taxes, all incomes
up to $400, quite as much money as the
city now gets would be collected, and a
burden would be removed from shoulders
to others better able to bear it.

By all meauos let the electors of Queens
ward and all other wards meet and dis-
cuss the civic situation.

THE GRAND TRUNK AND THE CAMPAIGN.

If General Traffic Manager Reeve
is correctly reported by the Chicago pa-
pers, the Grand Trunk Railway Com-
pany has been taking an interest in the
elections against the government with a
view to bringing about unrestricted re-
ciprocity and annexation. The Chicago|
and Grand Trunk, which although a sep-
arate corporation, is a part of the Grand
Trunk system, on election
day carried about 200 Canadians
from various points in Michigan to Can-
ada to vote the Liberal ticket.

PROF. KOCH'S TUBERCULIN.

Dr. A. Jacobi publishes in the Medi-
cal Record, a statement of results from
the use Prof. Koch’s tuberculin in some
50 cases of tuberculosis, the patients
treated being inmates of the Mount
Sinai, German and Foundling -hospitals
of New York. Inoculations were com-
menced by Dr. Jacobi in the Mount
Sinai hospital three months ago today.
A majority of the patients
treated were suffering from abscess,
fistula, caries of vertebrae or
ribs, or tubercular peritonitis, and in
these cases the tuberculin seemed to be
almost without effect. After giving the
remedy a fair trial he reports on fifteen
cases as follows:—

3 cases—no change.

8 “ —no improvement.

1 —(tubercular knee joint) died.

2 —slight improvement.

1 —improvement.

It appears that Prof. Koch expected
the most favorable results from his
Ilymph in pulmonary tuberculosis,cutane-
ous tuberculosis and lupus, and the
result of Dr. Jacobi’s experiments shows
that his expectations were well founded.
Dr. Jacobi reports on the only cases of
the latter class tbat came under his ob-
servation as follows:

1 case lupus of nose and lip, great
improvement.

1 case cutaneous tuberculosis, great
improvement.

5 cases pulmonary tuberculosis. Im-
proved. One of them relapsed and got
worse.

4 cases pulmonary tuberculosis. Much
improved.

2 cases pulmonary tuberculosis. Dis-
appearance of local symptoms. Recov-
ery. (Bacilli found in one.)

4 cases pulmonary tuberculosis. Not
improved. Laryngeal tuberculosis in
one of these much improved.

1 case pulmonary tuberculosis. Died.
Laryngeal ulcerations much improved.
Dr. Jacobi considers the result in these
sixteen cases of pulmonary tuberculosis
extremely favorable—quite as favorable
perhaps, as Prof. Koch even anticipated,
though disappointing to many Wwho
based their conclusions on the highly
colored reports, that a few months ago
were sent out from Berlin by newspaper

correspondents. Dr. Jacobi closes his
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future of tuberculin. He says:—
Altogether, tuberculin has proven &
remedy of great power for good, and for
possible evil. It required credulous
ople believing in miracles to expect
the impossible, and it took all the ac-
cumulative ignorance of centuries to be-
lieve in the possibility of reversing the
rules of nature, which is as impartial in
restoring as it 18 pitiless in destroying,
subject to irrevocable laws. When great
genii like Pasteur and Koch enrigh the
world with new discoveries in the fields
of pathology and therapeutics, ever: then
we must not look for infallibility. Tuber-
culin has been heralded as witcheraft
by sensationalists. What is has
done and can do, is more than any
other remedy—except climatic treat-
ment in pulmonary tuberculosis,
and surgical interference in select
cases off logal taberculosis — has suc-
ceeded in accomplishing. From what
little I have observed it would appear
that the next fature of successful treat-
ment of pulmonary tuberculosis consists
in the combination of climatic cures
with the careful and g:rsis!em. use of
tuberculin. That is what we have to be
thankful for even at this early date. At
all events it is more becoming to_honor
our great men by appreciative criticism
than to apotheose them first and exile
them afterwards. The former is the
way of professional intellect and decorum,
the latter that of a whimsical and flighty
personal “government.”

Whatever tuberculin may accomplish
all sane men will look with dread upon
the diseases which it is hoped to remedy
and avoid their attacks by every means
of which they have any knowledge. For
one hereditarily disposed to consumption
there is no safety except in a correct
mode of living, the avoidance of over
exertion or of prolonged idleness, of
excess in eating or'drinking, or undue
exposure to heat or cold. And the safety
of those in whose blood the disease is
not known to exist lies in the same
direction. More than in any other
disease by which the human family is
scourged, it is thought by many that
consumption is the result of the patient’s
irregularity in living at some period of
his life or the irregularities of his
progenitors.

THE FATE OF COLLEGE GIRLS.
Vassar Statistics Show What They May
Expeet in After Life.

[From the Washington Star.]

At the meeting at the Arno Saturday
afternoon of the Vassar Alumnse Asso-
ciation Frances M. Abbott read an inter-
esting statistical paperrespecting college-
bred women. The question, she said, is
no longer, Can a woman get a college
education ? but, Is it expedient for me
to provide one for my daughter? Many
people are_still doubtful about the re-
sults. People wish to know how & col-
lege education affects a woman’s after
life. :

The first question every body asks is,
Do women graduates marry? Out of
the whole number of graduates a little
more than 36 per cent. have married.
To speak by the card, at graduation a
college woman stands one chance in
three of marrying. After ten years the
scales are about even, 50 per cent. nearly
half of the etudents of that period having
married. After twenty years the
chances are two to three that she is
married. Whether more of the Vassar
women would have become matrons if
they had never seen the college it is im-
possible to state.

After matrimony the profession that
claims the highest number of graduates
is teaching. Many have attained high
rank. One has become registrar of
Barnard College,four professors, one lady
principal and twenty-three teachers have
been furnished to Vassar from her own
graduates, one instructor to Massachu-
setts Institute of Technology,two profess-
ors and two teachers to Wellesley,and two
teachers to Smith. Many are at the
head of private schools of their own.
Others are teaching in high and normal
schools. No statistics can measure - the
influence these women have had on the
education of the present generation.

There are thirty-nine under the head
of literary workers. Twenty-two gradu-
ates bave received the degree M. D., and
nearly all are practising physicians.
Eleven out of the twenty-two have mar-
ried, a fact which does not seem to have
interfered with their professional work,
There are sixteen in the division of art
instructors, which means giving other
than book instruction, music, painting,
industrial work,and physical training.
Eight are carrying on scientific research-
es in biology, physiology, mathematics,
and chemistry. Four announce them-
selves as farmers. ‘['wo are helping to
make dictionaries as editors on the
Century and Webster’s Unabridged.
Two are engaged in astrénomical work—
one at the Harvard, the other at the
Yale Observatory. It is shown that, be-
sides matrimony and teaching, thirty-
seven different occupations have been
assumed by Vassar graduates.
