THE MELANCHOLY JAP.

Matsuo, the Saturna Island Suicide,
Was a Recluse.

Dr. Hasell, coroner, and Dr. Lang,
who went to Saturna Island on Wednes-
day, the former to ‘hold amn inquest on
the body of Matsuo, the Japanese who
committed suicide,;and the latter to
make an examination of the body, re-
turned home last evening. At Plumper
Pass on Wednesday mornping a jury was
sworn and the whole party proceeded in
boats to Mutsuo’s ranch om Saturna Is-
land, several miles distant. It was a
hard trip, and it was night before they
returned. Matsuo carefully planned and
carried out his own execution.

He then put the rifle to his neck and
fired. He fell backward and died, evi-
dently without a struggle. Dr. Lang in
his evidence said that he had probably
been dead for ten days. It developed
at the inguest that Matsuo had lived
glone on the farm for. three years. He

SIR ADOLPHE HEARD FROM.
He Takes Away $50 From the Allowance
of Each Post Office Striker.

The post office strikers will receive
their provisional allowance of $10 a
month from December 1st next. The
unpaid allowance from July 1st to De-
cember 1st will not be. given to the
strikers, and those who kept on with
their work will get the back allowance.

The dispatch “says
that "the Postmasier—Genﬂ:a.iz authorizes
the payment to the employes of the Vie-
-toria post office of the- provisional allow-
ance to the 1st of December. . No ref-
erence is made in the official dispatch

The post office clerks and
carriers are not pleased at the condi-
tions imposed by Sir Adolphe Caron, the
Postmaster-General. Theyv think it is
a hardship that they should be deprived
of $50 each-for the back months, which
sum -is’ justly due them, having - been
voted by parliament, but realizing that
they are in the power of an autocrat
they have come to the conclusion, and
perhaps a wise one, that they had better
submit.
