Exposure of a Doctor of Divinity Who 
Appreciated Human Weakness.

Howard is charged 
with using the United States mails- ,for 
fraudulent purposes in connection with 
his European claims agency.

Lardroore,” ad “G. F. B. Howard,” and 
did business in New York, London and 
Jackson. His reported victims, who 
paid fees for fictitious claims across the 
Atlantic, objected vigorously when their 
British possessions were not forthcom­
ing, and especially when Howard broke 
off the correspondence.

A lively correspondence sprang up on

The scheme has been most 
valuable , to him in his collecting busi­
ness, as he used the printed stationery 
of the proposed road bearing his ngme 
as president.

Local officials and citizens have receiv­
ed hundreds of inquiries, concerning him 
from reported victims. Howard is an 
Englishman and a doctor of divinity, a 
minister of the Baptist church and a 
lawyer. He became widely known in 
1889 in his suit for $50,000 against two 
newspapers and leading members of the 
First Baptist church of this city, who 
had published an article ventilating his 
record and accused him of bearing a 
false name.
