News From Mafeking.

Lorenzo  Marquez, April 16.—Lieut.
Steth, a Rhodesian scout, who entered
Mafeking through the 'Boer lines, has re-
turned to Ceol. Plumer’s camp with dis-
patches from Mafeking saying all was
well there on_April Sth.

London, April 17.—A Mafeking dispatch
to the Times, dated April 6th, confirming
earlier  reports, says: ‘‘After Col, Plvmer’s
repulse Commandant Snyman sent a mes-
sage inviting Col. Baden-Powell to send
out to collect the dead and wounded, but
when the ambulance appeared the Boer
commander declined to allow them to be
taken. It was discovered, however, that
the Boer reports of the extent of the
British casualties had been greatly exag-
gerated.”

The Standard, which is supposed to be
in the confidence of the government,
says:  “It is scarcely- likely that the
publication of Lord Roberts’s dispatches
is without a purpose. It irresistibly sug-
gests whether it is not to be followed by
further changes in South African com-
mands. Painful as such measures may
be, there must be no hestitation in car-
rying them out.”

Regarding
the Murder of Chief of
Police Main.

Body Horribly Mutilated by the

murder of Chief of Police Alex, Afuin,
were hastily removed to New Westmin-
ster late last night.
