RUSSIANS ROUTED

Mukden, March 7.—At the beginning 
of the operations to the westward the 
Russians, after a succession of fights, 
occupied five advanced positions and a 
front extending along the Hun river, and 
resting on the villages of Chiantsanhetan, 
where the- Liao Yang-Simintin road 
crosses the Hun river and Ghangetai fur­
ther west, where the first corps was sta­
tioned. The energetic advance of the 
Japanese on Tsinkhetchen caused Gen. 
Kouropatkin to send reinforcements 
eastward. The first corps was with­
drawn and its place was occupied by 
regiments of riflemen.

The Japanese, on being informed of 
this weakening of the Russian line, threw 
nine divisions against this advanced 
force. The attacks the first day were 
repulsed, but news coming in that the 
Japanese had four columns moving up 
Liao valley and turning the Russian 
right, the riflemen were ordered to retire 
along the east bank of the river.

The Japanese on March 1st were rein­
forced and attacked oyaotinpuzi, taking 
the riflemen and the adjoining corps 
northward in the flank, and routing them 
with the heaviest losses.

At this juncture Gen. Kanlbars order­
ed the divisions under the command of 
Olmabatoffsky to attack and take the 
villages of Piethousi and Sathazi, on the 
Schach river, a tributary of the Hun, at 
any cost, to cover the retirement of the 
rest of the force. In the face of a ter­
rible fire, from five batteries, 
them firing shells loaded with Shimose 
powder, the regiments accomplished their 
task, capturing the villages, seven ma­
chine guns and three hundred prisoners, 
and holding the positions until the re­
tirement was effected. The evacuations 
of the positions took place during the 
night.

SLAIN WHILE ASLEEP.
