NEW YORK, May 21.—Yesterday’s
erratic movement of prices was very
generally regarded as a logical se-
quence of the demoralization of the
day before and judgment was with-
held on the question whether the cul-
mination of upward movement had
been reached or merely the stage of
manipulation was a general shaking
out of a weak following become es-
sential to further advances. Unbiased
judges agree the market is in much
stronger position for this weeding out
process. It is also argued with reason
that a collapse of prices just now
would undo the beneficial effects that
the advance has brought on of in-
vestment and speculation confidence
and that the larger financial interests
would hardly countenance develop—-
ment. There was, therefore, a fair de-
mand for stocks in action yesterday
and while it is hard to determine the
oxact status of the market it is safe to
assume that the raids of Tuesday and
Wednesday have eliminated a large
number of weak accounts, It would
not be surprising if the market were
left largely to itself for the time be-
ing until it becomes clear that this
weak following has been shaken off
but for reasons already enumerated
the chances favor a resumption of the
upward movement along consdtvative

Among other things it provided com-—
pensation for diseases. In many cases
it was desirable to amend the New
Brunswick Act of 1903 both in the in-
terest of the employers and of the
workmen. Under the existing law the
employer was liable in damages to the
extent of $1,500 irrespective of the na-
ture- of the injury sustained by the

workman and there was no diserim-
ipation made between injuries which |
resulted in death and those which re- |
sulted in disablement only. The bill|
provided for these conditions in thatf+
it restricted the amount of compensa- |
tion in the case of death to a sum
equal to three years’ wages while in|
the case of injuries a workman would !
be entitled to half his wages not ex- |
coeding $10 a week in any case and}
that as long only as he was disabled |
and for not more than a hundred |
weeks. A comparison of these provis-
icns would be greatly in favor of the
amending bill.

Many actions were mnow being |
brought under the common law under |
which there were no restrictions on!
any ground and the effect of the bill)
would be- to do away with such ac-
tions which must in future be brought
under this act. 1t would maje it much |
harder for workmen and easier for
employers. He understood that the]
Vanufacturers’ Association was satis-
fled with it.

It did not apply to casual workmen
or anyone not engaged in the employ-
er's ardinary business. The principle
of the bill was in force im most coun-
tries in Euroep as well as other parts
of the world. It was the safe prineiple
to say that the workman should not
take the risk of injury at the hands
of a fellow workman with whose se-
lection he had had no voice and who
might be absolutely unskilled and
careless.

ADDRESSED

COM. ON AGRICULTURE

FREDERICTON. N. B.. May 21. —
The meeting of the agricultural com-
mittes of the legislature this morning
was largely attended not only by

members of the house but by promin-
ent visitors and citizens of Fredericton.
Hon. Dr. Landry presided, and in in-
troducing Dr. James W. Robertson as
the speaker of the occasion, paid &
well merited tribute to the great and
enduring work he had accomplished
and was accomplishing for the people
of Canada. It was the policy of the
agricultural department of New Bruns-
wick to take soundings and try to find
out the best course to follow and then
to show the people that it would try
to do something for agriculture and do
it right. As a first start the counsel
of the man who was today the fore-
most authority on agriculture in Can-
ada had been sought, and he had much
pleasure in introducing him to those
present.

Dr. Robertson thanked the members
of the legislature and the government
for the complement extended to Mece-
Donald College in inviting him to speak
before the legislature. Fducation and
agriculture were fundamental to the
succee of every interest, every indus-
try and profession in the land. Agri-
culture could only be improved by
education adapted to it. New Bruns-
wick had great resources hardly ap-
preciated by her own people. Some of |
these resources were easily exhaustible, |
others unexhaustible. The forests were
exhaustible but also restorable by in-
telligence. This restorative process be-
ing really agricultural in its nature.
The fertility of the soil was exhausti-
ble but ako improvable through intel-
ligent methods, while minerals when
exhausted could not be returned.

Census figures showed us that the
capital investigated in agriculture in
New Brunswick was fifty-one millions
of dollars. From this from twelve to
fifteen millions of dollars were earned
annually. The forests yielded ten mil-
lions, fisheries four and a half millions
and mines half a million. While great

progress had been made by the pro-
vince ih somo directions, its agricul
tural population had stood still for the
last thirty years. This meant many
people had been leaving the land and
the country could sustain no greater
Joss than that of its rurad\population.
A prosperous, contented and intelligent
people living on the land was the best
asset that any country could have. if
as sometimes been stated the system of
education is taking people off the farms
change the system, if the west beguiles
the young people give them informa~
tion and demonstrate the possibilitics
of New Brunswick. Put information
regarding the provirce before
the people of Britain. He
himself personally with his
knowledge of Canada would much ra-
ther come to New Brunswick to make
comfortable homes than to the west,
The trees, the running water and the
fruit made conditions far better for
happy family life than the par prairies
of the west. Education to be effective,
must show people by actual demon-
stration how they can improve their
own conditions. The potato crop of the
province last year was estimated at
pnine million bushels. In the school
gardens scattered over the province it
was shown that the increase in the
vield of potatoes could be increased
from 40 per cent. to 110 per cent. by
careful spraying to prevent damage
from insects and blight. Potato grow-
ing in the Ottawa valley had been put
on a new footing by the example of
work done in the school gardens at
Bowesville, The question of seed se-
lection to increase the profits of agri-
culture had been demonstrated by the
werk done at the Ontario Agricultural
College, by Sir Wm. MacDonald and
now the Dominion department of agri-
culture and the results of intelligent
work in this direction were almost
marvellous. nI nine years work the in-
crease of the yleld of wheat per acre
was thirteen bushedls, oats, 18.9 bush-
els and barléy, three busheds without
little intelligence.

It was probable that the extra insur-
arce would amount to practically
nothing, possibly not more than a half
per cent. Under the insurance the em-
ployers would be absolutely protected
end as far as cost was concerned the
payment of compensation would make
no difference to them, though it was
lkely that greater precautions would
be taken with the result that there
would be fewer accidents. There would
be no compensation payable to a work-
man for injuries in consequence of his
own carelessness. There was another
point worth consideration partocularly
by the shopowners of St. John, which
was that the members of the family of
a workman injured must be resident in
this country. As the law stands at the
present an immigrant just arriving
might obtain work at the dock and
getting injured his relatives abroad
could claim damages for his death if
it resulted. The present bill required
that such’ relatives should live in this
country before they could recover. If!
the gentlemen who are opposing the|
bill would look at it from a broad
pcint worth coasideration particularly
would feel that it was not so much
against their interests as they seemed
to think.

Mr. J. A. Likely wanted to know
why lumber operators were cut out of
the bill. He believed in the working
man being protected, but he did not
see why the employer should be called
on to pay for injuries received by ¢ne
workman in consequences of the fool-
ing of another.

Mr. C: J. Osman said as representing
the manufacturing industries of Albert
County, he said that the point missed
by the last speaker was well takem and
if. lumber operators were exempt he
did not see why quarrymen should not
he exempt also. It was said that this
law in Fmgland was much more dras-
tic but it should be remembered that
the labor conditions were very differ-
ent in this country. He would like to
know if the man for whom work was
being done was to be liable for injuries
recoived by the contractor’s men. Ac-
cording to his reading of the bill such
appeared to be the case and it did not
strike him as being quite fair.

Hon. Mr. Hazen said he would only
be liable when he supplied some of the
plant or tools apd then only if the ac
cident happened through and defect Im
such plant or tools.

Mr. Jokn Sullivan, the president of
the Ship Laborers’ Association, object-
ed to any alteration in ‘he principle of
the bill He sald they had been prom-
ised this bill by the candidates at the
Jate election and they snly voted for
them hecause of their promises, and

Mr. John Andrews and Mr. J. Oneill
also spoke in opposition to any alter-
ation of the bill.

Mr. Jos. Reed, one of the contractors
for the G. T. P. said he did not think
it fair that a contractor who let parts
of the work under sub-contract, should
pe liable to action for injuries occur-
ing to the sub-contractor’s men.

Hon. Mr. Hazen said that they would
not be lable except for accidents caus-

ed by defects in plant belonging to the
contractor.

At this stage the meeting adjourned
until 2.30. The premier {in making the
adjournment said that it was most ne-
cessary that all parties who wished to
be heard should have a hearing and
so the legislature would not be hegrd |
after the delegates got through. He
felt that if the two parties got toge-
ther they could reach an amicable set- |
tlement. The speeches made this morn-
ing showed that there was much argu-
ment on many sections while on oth-
ers there was misapprehension. He
suggested that a committee from each
party would be of value and would
solve the misunderstanding.

HOLDS AMERICAN RECORD
FOR ARMY DESERTIONS

Fifteen Years INprisonment the Pun-
ismean for Man Who Deserted
Eleven Times

SAN FRANCISCO, May 21—Fifteen
years imprisonment in the United
States miM®ary prison is the fate of
Deserter David Sheehan, the most no-
torious deserter the army has known.

Sheechan first entered the afmy July
28, 1898, under the name of 3. &
Adams, and was assigned to the 31st
Company Coast Artillery Corps. Three
days later he deserted. Under the
ellases of James Alvord, J. J. Adams,
James Allen and George F. Russell, he
re-enlisted at many different places,
among them being Bakersfield, Los
Angeles and Fort Leavenworth. All
told he enlisted eleven times and ten
times got away, with uniforms which
it {8 supposed he sold.

Before the court martial he was tried
on seven charges, six for desertion in
time of peace, and one for departing in
time of war.

EL PASO, Tex., May 21.—Monroe M.
Harrell, 32 years old, formerly of Ok-
lahoma City, but for a number of
years connected with newspaper work
in El Paso, was shot and instantly kill-
ed last night by J. E. Mitchim, pro-
prietor of the El Paso Evening News.
Mitchim who was arrested after the
shooting, says that Harrell had threat-
ened to take his life.

GLEVELAND STRIKE WILL
60 TO ARBITRATION

Old Employes Will Get the Best Jobs—
An Agreement Will be Made
Today.

CLEVELAND, O., May 2lL—Appar-
ently the last obstacle in the way of
a peaceful setilement of the pending
car strike in this city was removed
yesterday when the employes of the
old Forest City Company, the original
3 cent fare line, agreed to leave their
seniority rights in the hands of the
arbitrators. This has been the chief
bone of contention between the union
leaders and President Dupont of the
Municipal Traction Company, since the
beginning of ‘the present trouble. Pre-
sident Dupont has insisted throughout
that he would give the Forest City
men, who stood by the company and
refused to strike, the first choice of
runs.

With this impediment removed it is
thought an agreement will certainly
be reached today at which all the dif-
ficulties at issue will be submitted to
arbitration ‘and the strike declared off.
