little, some with cape of ivory or rubber,

Itisn’s e very lolg Jjourney thropgh that
house, but it’s a very busy ome. Let us go
in. The first room is the blackest you ever
saw ; it looks ss if the who'e thing bad

The business of this youth is to straight-
en the leads, and he 5 e it by layiog th
soft string across a board t ree or four
times ae long a8 & pencil, pushing it up
evenly against tte raised edge, and outting
itoff. Length after length he thus lays
straight, and when the board is full it goes
into & very hot room to dry.

Mauybe you think the Teads are now
ready 10 take up their residence in their
cedar housea ; but they must go through
another procese, or they would crumble as
fast s we aharpened the pencil. When
dry they are cut into pencil lengths, packed
tightly into cases, and baked. N:w they
are realy (o use.

While all this ha« be<n happening to the
ead, & howe has b-en prepared for it to

in. Pencil houses are made in blocks
like city houses, alwayes six in » row.
Whes the cedar comes into the room, it is
in the shape of little boards, so: bat
louger than & pencil, and as wide as six
pencile side by side. Half of the boards
ure 2early as thick as a pemcil, and the
other half very thin—for reofs, + & you will
cee. Firet the thicker boards go through
& machine that plows six little equare
grooves in them, and now at last both
cedar and lead are ready to be joined for
life, to wear out in useful work (ogether,
Thla happens in & moet disagreeable
with the odor of glue, and at
sticky, dreadful-looking girle
The first gl dobs one of the
olean, sweet-smelling cedar boards with
hot giue, and pushes it along to the next,
Thlu girl takes in ome hand some leafs,
ads them out like & fan, asd presies
l x of them into the six little grooves; where
they fit perfectly. Then ahe pushes it

{ to the firat girl, -ho slaps on the roof
in & second, before the g'ue has time t> cool.
Now it goes to a boy who packs it oo top of
a pile in an iron frame, where it is screwed
down to prevent it from warping. After
another rest in the drying room, the ends
are sawed off quare, and they are ready to
go down stairs,

They go by themselves; that is, they are
placed one by one in the Iop of & casg-that
reu:hu to the floor below, to the very jaws
of a machine. As one of these '{Ioch
touches the bottom of the long case, &
finger of steel comes up and pushes it for-
ward, between tw) sete of small knives,
and it comes out the other side cut into six
nice round pencil s,

They are now perfect for use, but they
have to be smoothed to fit them for polite
society. They are polished in & droll way.
A man stands before an endless belt fall
of notchee, and feede it, a pencil to a notch
all the time, The belt is moving slowly
along, aud the mext moment the pencil
passes under four wooden-hande with
gloves of emerv, which polieh it off as if
they liked the fan, while the pencils rattle
hut cannot get away, and in a gecond or two
rop, all warm and shining, iMto & basket
be'ow.
Ifcne were eatisfied with' plain cedar
pencile, they would now he done ; but fash-
ion #a s they must be black or red. So
into Fiz barrals go thonesnds at a time, to-
gether #'th the red ar hack coloring mstter
that ia 10 paitt them. There the steam-
power shakes them back and forth,
over ond aver, with & great rattle and clai-
tgr il -every pencil haa its colored coat.
Now comes the last machine, and in the
factory I speak of, near New York, it is a
marvelous affair. At the beginning is a
box full of pencils, which drop one ata
time on the of the machine. From
here it i tantly pushed through a cup
of varnish, and comes out wet on the other
side, At onoe it fallaon to an endless open
belt, which carriea it slowly through a hot-
air box that dnies it on he way. At one
point each pencil in registered, and when
ten gross have gone thrrugh, something
drope that strikes & bell and stops the
machine. A man comes, takes away the
ten gross, aad starts up the machine again.
The gilt lettering and putting into pack-
ages of one dc zei 8t present ‘done by
hand, but I dare ssy by the time you are
grown ur & machine 'l“ be contrived to do
the whole thing iteelf.~ Christian Union.
